MONDAY, the TwENTY-THIRD day of the month of OOToBER next, you meetUs in Our
Parliament of Canada, at Our CITY or OTTAWA, there to take into consideration the
state and welfare of Our said Dominion of Canada, and therein to do as may seem
necessary. HEREIN FAIL NOT.
