Majesty’s Reign the said recited Act, together with certain other
Acts therein mentioned, were continued in force until the Thirty-
first Day of December which will be in this present Year One
thousand eight hundred and thirty-two ; and it is expedient that the
said Act be further continued; be it therefore enacted by the King’s
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most Excellent Majesty, by and with the Advice and Consent of the

Lords Spiritual and Temporal, and Commons, in this present Parlia-
ment assembled, and by the Authority of the same, That the said
Act so passed as aforesaid in the Fifth Year of His said late Majesty’s
Reign shall be and the same is hereby continued, and shall be and
remain in force until the Thirty-first Day of December One thousand
eight hundred and thirty-four, and no longer.’
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
