So far we have clung to the idea that
we can best fit ouy students for these varied ways of life by giving
them the best training in our power in the fundamental character-
istice and methods of the legal system, broadly conceived as the
great instrument whereby business and government are carried on.

The oblication to keep pace with the world about us is not
necessarily best discharged by the multiplication or invention of
new courses; for a bettey way may well be in changes of emphasis.

Certain it is that the growing complexity of modern life has
produced increasing need for well-trained men of law and this
should be ‘a source of encouragement for all who are now in this
Facalty.
