in any other part of the world; but what of
her citizenship? Shall that take a secondary
place, while we strive to develop these
natural resources? A thousand times No!

While the tide of immigra‘ion
sweeps over the land, it must be met by
earnest effort, its course directed, the im-
purities and wreckage of centuries of super-
stition and error removed, lest at flood it
cover the land with loathsome infection and
impregnate the soil with the poison of evil
customs and degraded habits.

Foreigners from Europe and
Orientals from Asia are coming in large
numbers to our shores, and in a few years
Canada will be to them—home—they will
have a part in our national life, and vitally
influence it. Whether that influence is for
good or evil depends on the church to-day,
and her missionary zeal in holding out to
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
