As to the origin and progress of the
Rockwood Chureh, Mr. Alex. Burns fur-
nishes a loeal contemporary with the fol-
lowing particulars:

Tn 1861 a few residents of Rockwood
and vieinity petitioned the Guelph Pres-
bytery to he erected into a station in con-
nection with the congregation at Eden
Mills.  They hegan to worship in the old
schoolhouse, now oecupied hy Mr. John
Hill. but afterwards used the old tem-
peranee hall. recently converted into a
dwelling by Mr, John Pasmore, until the
ereetion of the nresent suhstantial church
in 1867. Tn 1862 the two congregations
called the Rev. James Thom, who remain-
ed with them until 1865.  Tn 1867 there
were 27 memhers with several adherents,
and they asked for a senarate organization,
which was granted. and their first session
ennsisted of Menry Tozland and Wm. Dry-
den.  Mr. Dryden was appointed session
clerk and representative elder. Tn 1868
the Rev. Edward Reeve was inducted as
their pastor. and remained with them un-
til 1874.  Tn 1876 Rev. Donald Strachan
was inducted as pastor, which position he
filled with great accentance. Tn 1897 he
vetired and was followed as pastor by
the Rev. J. A. Cranston. M.A., in 1898,
Mr. Cranston left in 1001, and was sue-
ceeded in 192 hy the present pastor Rev.
JOT. Mall. Tn 1873 the communion roll
was 41, and John Burne, Robert Dredge,
and Win. Torrance were added to the ses-
sion.  Since then the following names
have heen added:  James Gordon. J. A.
Armstronz, James Grav, John McQueen,
and Robert Scott.  The nroaress of this
eongreeation has been gradual hut steady.
Tn 1899 the membership was 164,
