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INSPREOTION INVITED.

NO POPERY:

Two coneiderations should be kept dis-
tinctly before the miod of every elector in
this contest, First, that the Provincial
election and its iesues are nowise to be
confounded with the Federal election and
ite issues, There are men of wirdom who
think that thesocial and political interests
of the Province are better guaranteed
sgainst collision aud tecret bartering of
local rights for party advanteges by pre
venting the Governments from “bunting
in couples.” The dispute on the North
West Boundary question seems to illus-
trate this position. Apart from tnat
theory, it is quite certain that the subjects
of legislation are wholly different in the
two Parliamente; the constituencies are
not the same, nor alike, nor are their
wishes and wants und babits of thought
and life homogenecus, but rather
mutually repulsive; the issues presented
to the electors are usually independent of
each other; and in the present instance the
Riel cry tbat will test Sir John’s
§ut¥ is out of all harmony with the

o-Popery cry raised against the Mowat
Government. Accordingly our duty to-
day is to deal colely with the iwsue of this
Provincisl election, without reference to
any voter's action in the Federal election
that will very soon come. Each must
stand on its own merite; and we bave no
hesitation in declaring our opinion that,
the special and etartingly exceptional
character of the cry raised sgainst the
Provincial Government being kept in
view, there is no reason why a conacien-
tious man, be he Protestant or Catholie,
may not consistently uphold the Conserva
tive Government in the Federal election,
whilst he votesstraight against No Popery
and religious rancor aud race hatred in
the present Proviucial contest, Party
lines need not at all be broken, nor old
political associations be turned into en-
mity; for it is most reasonable to reply to
the party-canvasser of the Opposition—
“I am, and shall continue to
be, & Conservative in pricciple,
and will cling to my party at
the Federal election; but now in this Pro-
vincial contest, which is nowise political
but solely sectarian all the maxims of
Conservatiem and honest dealing with my
fellow-citizene require me to vote against
an insane policy of religions disabilitice
and the war of creeds and races that are
threatened against our peaceful Province.”
Inlike manner the vote against No Popery
at this election will not imply ashadow of
inconsistency in any fair-minded citizen,
who may perchance have voted sgainst
Mr, Mowat on a former occasion, sud is
bent on voting for the Conservatives next
time, too, should their programme be just
and politic and conducive to the interests
of peace and prosperity in the Province of
Ontario.

The second point to be comsidered is,
that, ulthough the Orange faction and the
Mail and the Presbyterian Review bave
determined to make the present contest be
one of Protestantism versus Cnholicit{., it
is no such thing in the proper sense. The
rights of Catholics to their Separate
Schools, supported by their own taxes
exclusively, and the equitable claim of our
Catholic hospitals and orphanages to a
proportionate chare of the small, subsidy
allotted to such charitable institutions gen-
erally, are indeed sought to be abolished
by the threatened enactment of peual laws.
But all just-minded Protestants, and in
particular the Protestant Liberal Party,
sre identified with Catholics in the main-
tenance of those humble rights, not only
on the grounds of justice and fair play,
and in virtue of the innate sentiment that
revolts against the oppression of -an
uncffending minorty of fellow-citiz me;
but also because of the terrible evils
that would result to eociety . from
the inauguration of a war of creeds,
which, once begun, is sure to provoke
cruelties and disasters of every kind and
utterly to disorder civil life. Quebcc may
take fire, and a war of retaliation may
follow. The irreligious spirit may, aud
most surely would, be developed more or
less rapidly; and’ the chains forged for
Catholics in 1887 might be used for the
oppreesion of other, perhavs of all other,
denominations before 1890  History has
not been written n vain. 'I'he Protestaus
Laberal Party, as a Party, have a direct
and most grave interest at stake, in com:
mon with us, -on the present electoral
issne, Catholics, being only a sixth of
the population of this Province, cannot
stand alone. Both Conservatives and
Liberals have, each at various times,
offered us alliance. For fourteen
years the Liberals have been united
with ua in the Legislature, and bave uni-
formly sustained us in our religious and
social position. We have felt the benefit
of their friendliness in society as well as
in the sphere of legielation. Now, when
we are tempted—or rather insultingly
challenged—and urged with kicks and
buffets, to eject their Party from power on
the sole pretext of Mr. Mowat and his
ministers, with deliberate approval of the
Coneervative opposition, havirg shown us
a measure of just consideration, shall we,
the Catholics of the Province, turn our
backs upon them, vote their condemna-
tion, and expel their friends from officein
order to place our most bitter enemies in
their stead for the opposition of our
schools and hospitals and orphanages?
Such  base ingratitude would merit the
everlastirg contempt and hatred of every

Liberal Protestant for us and our religion,
snd no amount of disahilities and injuries
that might be ivflicted on us by the No.
Popery Government wounld be too severe
a tisement for our criminal folly, We
bave no reason to apprehend thai this
treachery to our frienas and this outrage
to religion aud public honor and decency
is about to be perpetrated by the Catholics,
whether Irish or Scotch or French, It
would be treason egainst their fatber’s
memory that could be never atoned.
From all quarters intelligence comes that
the Protestant back is fast breakicg down
before the race is half run, Warden
Hogan’s piteous cry to his co-religionists
of Frontenac sounds like despair. Mr,
Meredith confesses his alavm at the indig -
pation sroused in Catholic breasts by
his utterances againet us. In s
formal aunouncement of his policy
he not only abetained most determinedly
from repudiatiog the truculent asseults of
his cfficial organ upon Catholicity in
Outario (ulthough the Conservative chief
of the Federsl Government bas twice re-
pudiated that journal’s denunciation of
the “dime” and *“fabrique” in Quebec) but
he virtually, and, ;n some odious passages,
verbally adopted the No Popery ery of
the epostate who is the acknowledged ex-
poneut of bis party. The loud echoes of
abhorence resoundicg on every side have
startled bim into a modification of his
political programme, He now trims his
sails to the wind and endeavors to tack,
He will not entirely abolish Catholic
education now; he will only bhamper it
with restrictions that will elowly kill it;
be will put aside the responeible minister
and placs our schools under the despotic
administration of eome uarrow-minded
fanastic, sgainst whese misdeeds we shall
have no redress nor aby protection of
public opinions. Awnd, iu conclusion, he
cries out from the London Convention
on Monday. “It may be true that to
some extent the Catholic vote will be cast
against me.” Of course, it is true, un.
doubtedly true ; and we shall be surprised
if it be unhappily found that as many s
five per cent, of them were cast in his
favor, Weare coufident that the Govern-
ment will defeat hum by a larger majority
than before, aud that our Liberal Protest
ant friends will have cause to rejoice at
their alliance with us in the fuiure s
in the past. We belleve also that, besides
the main body of Catholic Consexrvatives,
who cannot be expected to sacrifice consci
ence and bonor and mauly self respect by
betraying a cause 8o dear to their hesrts,
& namerous section of high minded Pro-
testant Couneervatives will employ the
ballot urn to proclaim their sense of the
infamous policy of fratricidal strife in-
saaibed on the bsnuer of the trilateral
party represented by Orapgecism, the
“Maudl” aud that tergiversatiug journal,
the “Preshyterian Review,” of which all
decent Piesbyterians are thoroughly
achamed.

Lecture by the Rev. Dr. Burns,

STIRRING ADDRESS ON IRISH AFFAIRS—
ELOQUENT REVIEW OF THE WRONGS
AND OPPRESSIONS OF A DOWN-TROD
DEN PEOPLE—GRATTAN, O'CONNELL
AND THE ILLUSTKIOUS S°NS OF IRE
LAND PORTRAYED AS MODEL MEN,
WORTHY CF EXAMPLE,

Oa Friday evening last in the town
ball, the Rev. Dr. Barns, Principal of the
Wesl:yan Ladies Coliege, Hamilton,
delivered astirring address on Irish affairs,
sppearicg under the suspices of the
Mechanics’ Lustitute, The rev. lecturer
began bis address in a calm, clear voice,
but as he progressed and became more
warmed to the subj-ct, he grew more elo
quent and brilliavt in his able exposure of
the wrangs and oppressions ivflicted upon
the Irish people. Thne attention of the
avdience Was 800D rivited upon the
speaker, and many a good Irish heart in
the hail beat in sympathy for the little
Erin lsle across the sea, and many were
cairied back in imagination to the hoy.
hood scenes in that fondly cherished but
unfortuvate country which has felt for
ceuturies the cruel touch of the tyrant’s
hand. The rev. lecturer gave a descrip-
tion of the means by which the land was
wrested from the original owners and put
int) the possession of those who happeued
at the time to be in favor at court, The
only fault by which the despoiled farmers
were guilty was that of refusing to
renounce the religion which had been
iuculcated into them eince their youth,

The uvjast nature of the laws which
protest against the great majority of the
Irish people was mext spoken of ; laws
which did not allow a Catholic to hold
any position of trust either in the army,
pavy, or civil service; which did not allow
them even that same security in alaw
made to ancther,  These repressive laws
gradually had the effict of breaking the
spirit of the portions of the people sgainst
whom they operated, so that when in the
latter part of the last century various
organizations  epraung  up,  having
for their objsct the amelioration
of the evils which were sapping the
very life’s blood of the country. We find
that these hodies comsisted almost exclu-
sively of Protestants, who, to their honor
be it said, labored to have their Catholic
tellow-suhjects placed upon the same
social and political footing as themselves.
The only portion of the population which
affords the granting of equal rights to all
was the imported alien class who thought
that Ireland existed only for the conveni-
ence of Eogland,

Speaking of the Irish Parliament which
closed its existence at the beginning of
this century, the lecturer said that though
it did not represent the people, yet during
the ehort period in which 1t enjoyed an
independent existence it bad passed many
measures which materially assisted the
progress of the conntry. Iteremoval was
the triumph of an ipsignificant minority
over the masses of toe Irish people. Ia
fact, the native Irish almost to a man
protested against the act of uuion,
and even the Orange lodges lent
their  influaence to  prevent the
passage of the act, Here the lecturer
quoted from resolutions passed at various
orange lodges in Ulster at that period to
the effect that no power on earth but the
sovereigna and the Parliament of Ireland
bad power to make laws for the Irish
penple.

How diffurent in attitude we find the
orange lodges of the present day. O,
shades of thote sturdy old orangemen look
down and blush !

In spite of the effort of the Irish masses
the act of union thus passed. College
Green ceased to echo the soul etirring
speeches of Grattan and his little band of
orators, aud there was inaugurated the
state of affairs that during the present
century has sent many an emi-
grant to the American shores, and caused
the eyes of the world to be turued in
compassion towards that country which
has sutfered so severely, Scveral decides
pasted avd there appeared in the political
arena the immortal Daniel O’Connell,
lustre of whoee name shall ched
glory on the Irish  caue o
long a8 courage and ability are recognizd
among men O'Connell did much to
beiier the conditicn of ithe Irieh people,
aud even since he disappeared from the
field of politics the icfluence which he
gained has done much to aseist his sue
Cer8oTs,

During his address the lecturer gave a
forcible expose of rome of the evils per
vading popular forms of government, and
stated that a government that maiuiaios
its existence upon any other piinciples
than righteousness, justice and godliness
can but militate agaiust the true interests
of the people. He also said if the diffur-
ent Christian bodies would work with
greater harmony, recognizing as common
to each the belief in the existence of o God
and a Heaven, and the necemsity of getting
there, the result would be producuve of
much good., In corclusion the lecturer
advised all Irishmen to sink their petty
differences, Whether of a religious natuce
or otherwise, and join in the effort to
secure for their couutry that of which she
was un justly deprived, eo that they moy
not have to blush when ackoowiedging
their nationality, but may have a conutry
worthy of being the home of stavesmen,
orators, poets and warriore.

Mr, Joseph Jamieson, M. P,, moved
and Mr. R, J. Dowdall seconded a vote of
thanks to the lecturer, which was accorded
in a unanimous and hearty manuer.

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Correspondence of the CUntholic Record,
DEDICSRION OF NP THOMAS
CHURCH, GATENSVILLE,

On Sunday morning, the 5th inst, &
large assemblage of people had congre-
gated in the Catholiec Church, Gatesville,
Russell Co. (near Billing’s bridge) to
witness the consecration of their new
sacred edifice by His Grace the Arch-
bichop of Uttawa,

The Catholics of this new mission had
been many years without a church, Mass
baving been only celebrated oncs a month
in a school house on the banks of the
Rideau River, which building was so
small as only to jpermit a portion of
the congregation to enter, and the
people of the district were embraced
in the parishes of St Joseph and St Pat-
rick at Ottawa, or in tbat of Cyrville, bat
last winter several meetiogs were held to
consider the possibility of baving a church
ia their midet, and the Bichop was at last
requested to choose a site.

On Sunday, the 9:h ‘of May, 1856, the
fiest subscriptiors were taken up towards
the purchase of land, and a building ¢om -
mitte was appoicted consisting of Mr. C.
J Street, Mr, Judge, Mr. Fuun and Mr,
O'Rourke; the amount of the eubecrip-
tions was so satisfactory togtheBishop that
he at once aathorized the calling for
tenders for the_erection Towards the end
of June the contract for a church was
awarded to Mr. Charleboie, of Ottawa.

In addition to the first subscriptions,
a very successful picnic in aid of the
construction took place about the be-
ginning of September, which was greatly
encouraged by the people of Ottawa,
among whom we may especially mention
Mr, Wall, Mr, Neville, Mr. McCall, Mr,
Duhamel, Mr, Robert and others, and at
the beginning of this month those who
had 8o earnestly worked had a pretty
and comfortable church, chastely
finished, and were only awaiting its
dedication, and the esaying of the
first mass for the crowning of their
labours.

The Chorch is beantifully rituated on
an eminence near Billing’s Bridge, auvd
ab.ut three miles from Oitawa, avd pre-
sents a very fine appeaiance to thoee
travellir g the much frequented Gloucester
road, 1t is cealled S . Thomas in bowor of
the patron saint of the Archbishop of
Octawa, aud is the fist church that His
(3race has coneecrated since his elevation
to the archhi-hooric,

Precively at il o'clock o w, of Sanday
before last, the very imposing ceremonies
of the dedieation commenced, and
His Giace, in cope and mitre, pre
ceeded by the archlepiscopal  croes,
followed by the clergy and aciiytes, pro-
ceeded in solemn procession around bhoth
the exterior and interior of the buailding.
After the customary ceremonies and
prayers for consecration bad terminated,
ITigh Mass was chanted by tbe Ruv,
Fatber Ducier, cure of Lourdes, aud an
cloquent and Aappropriate sermon  was
preached by Rev, Father Nolin of the
University of Ottawa, As a finale, His
Grace addressed the parichioners and thuse
friends who had generou:ly sssisted them
in the completicn of the work, I« con.
| gratulated them on the unusaal «x, edi-
ency shown in the erection of this particu-
lar church, saying, that many issions
in his diocese had taken five aud ten years
to bui'd up a house of worship less costly
than theirs, while here in the thort space
uf about +ix months a pretty charch bad
gprung up, which wiil stand &8 a mounu-
weut of perseverance and zeal in religion
