Court in Europe, bas since been attempted to be
modified by an explanation 10 the Moniteur, bat
the panic pot dissppeared. What the mo-
tives of the French Emperor may be in stimula
ting the Italians with bopes of an approaching
emancipation only to dash their hopes to the
ground again, may be difficclt to divine.
are not wanting persons who denounce the who e
transaction as a vile stock-jobbing trick; but in
this case the motive of the French Emperor is of
less consequence than the effect his words may
bave upon tite Italiane themselves. In the high
state of tension to which their feelings have been
wrought by the events of the last few years,
such words as the ror pronounced on New
Year's-day may urge t to acts ot insurrection,
which bis later and colder explanations wiil be
werless to restrain.  Considerations of this
ind evidently iofluence tbe different money
markets—those great political barometers of the
-state of public feeling in Earopo—for there 15
bardly one of them in which the national securi-
ties bave not been seriously depressed by the
publication of the Emperor’s speech, while b s
subsequent explanations bave not succeeded in
reassuring them. Austria is preparing for the
worst ; she bas reinforced her army in Italy by
an, addition of 30,000 men, while all her for:-
resses are put.in a posture of defence. The idea
of Italians resisting by their own efforts this
overwbelming force is given up by the friends of
Taly themselves; their hopes rest upon the as
sistance of France, and France, in ber turn, re-
lies upon the sanction, expressed or implied, of
Russia. We need not eay that hopes derived
form these sources must be lallacious in the ex
treme. These Powers may bave their own
uvarrel to avenge against Austria, and for a time,
they may make a tool of the Italian patriots for
tbeir own purposes ; but we may be sure that,
in the end, these despotic Powers will lend no
countenance to a free Constitution, that by its
very existence will cast reproaches upon the
domestic administration of its authors.

But to this proposal it is
caid Austria has returned a peremplory refasal
The effect is that the Italians in general, and the
Romans particularly are more than ever exasper-
ated against the misgovernment which oppresses
them, and are taught to look upon the Austrians
as the cause of all their calamities. How long
this state of things may last, it is impossible to
say : the slightest accident may produce a con-
vulsion that would shake all . A ques-
tion often asked in these circumstances is what
part England is prepared to take? We are in
alhance with France, and so we are with Aus-
tria A desire for ltalian independence is gen-
eral in England ; but, unfortunately, it is not so
clear that France, with Russia at her back, is
more likely to secure ltalian freedom than Aus-
tria has been. The course which would
seem to dictate is & calm neutrality, ready to
belp the cause of i whenever belp
may be needed, but not taking it for granted that
the cause is more likely to be promoted by one
of the contending parties than another.

The Independance announces that the English
Cabinet bas given pledges of neutrality to the
French t, on condition that, in case
of war between Austria and France, the latter
power renounces all projects of territorial ag
grandisement.

Le Nord says that Prussia and Germany will
remain merely spectators so long as A ustria shall
bave only the lialians against her, and by
that neatrality expect to force France to remsin
neutral also, and the more 5o that England will
adopt a similar policy. As to Rassia she will
take part neither for nor against Austra,

The German press, leaving the Austrian jour-
nals out of the question, are mainly in favour of
peace, but they do not wish to see Austria aban-
dooed. Many Prussian journals wish their Gov-
ernment to support Austria if she is attacked.
Tbe Rbine they say must be defended on the
Po and the Mincio.

The prosecution of Montalembert has hardly
been concluded, when the sympathies of English-
men are demanded for sufferers of humbler rank,
and whose wrongs are not likely to be blazoned
in like manner before the world, but whose case
is not the less deserving of attention. The Pro-
testants of the province of the Haute Vienne
bave long been subjected to persecution from
the Romish priesthood in their neighbourhood.
The days of imprisonment and the es
are gone, and persecution, where it exists a' all,
must necessarily assume a petty. creeping, insidi-
ous form ; but it is not the less irritating and an-
poying on that account. The first attempt of the
priests was to shut up the chapels and schools of
the Protestants ; but it was soon found that this
was too flagrant a violation of the letter of the
Constitution and of the natural principles of jas
tice to be tolerated. On an appesl to the ém-
peror, be ordered the chapels to be re-opened,
bat his interference did not extend to the schools.
Though religious freedom is declared to be the
fundamental law of France, yet the aathorities
reserve to themselves the right of probibiting all
teaching that is contrary to religion and morality ;
and it is not difficult to bring Protestant teaching
within this bonded description in the eyes of the
Roman Catbolic judge. So the teachers are ob-
liged to fall back upon the primitive fashion, and
to visit from house 1o house in order to impart to
the children a knowledge of the rudiments of
education mixed with the elements of the Pro-
t faith. It would be unjust to the Empe-

tion ot their country by P
and those who preferred » Constitutional Mon
archy. The former class looked to Mazzini as
their champion ; the latter accepted as their
Jeader the constitutional King of Sardinia. In
the present crisis cf their country's fate the Re-
publicans bave disappeared altogether. The
pame ot Mazzini is not heard of, but ail eyes sre
turned towards Victor Emanuel. On this ground,
therefore, if on Do other, the speech his Majesty
ma e a¢ the opening of the Sardinian Chambers
—a summary of which bas reached us—possesses
uliar interest. 1t is not very reassuring as to
the continuance of peace; and if it be true, as
rumour asserts, that in its original draught it
tone was much more warlike, but that it was re
vised and softened by the Emperor of the French,

the prospects of Europe become still more gloomy.
We @¢o not know what truth ihere may be in the

report to which we have alluded ; it probably bas
no better foundation than the exaggerated
opinion now everywhere entertained Lou's
Na, n's secret influence over all the smali
Siates of Europe ; bat there is quite enough in
tbe speech as it stands to exci'e apprehension.—
The King is made to declare tbat be respec's
treaties, but that be is not insensible to the groans
of Italians ; and be irtorms his audience that bis
policy mast be fortunate, because it is based on
Justice, as well as on_a love of liberty and the
country. We can be at no loss for the interpre-
tation which the I'alian people outside of the
Sardipian kingdom will put upon these fine

sounding pbrases. The count:y which be loves
is not that narrow strip nestling under the foot
of the Alps, but the whole area of the Peninsala
The respect for treaties disturbed by the groan.
of an oppressed people can only mean that if the
enslaved nationalities invite hum be is ready to
place bimself at tbeir bead, and coctend in arm
tor 1he deliverance of Italv from the yoke of the
foreigner. Such a tone, of course, implies a con

sciousness that on the last resort foreign aid wiil
not be wanting. It is preposterous to imagine
that a statesman of Count Cavour's intelligence
and caution would defy the whole milirary Jower
of Austria, ially with the disaster of Novara
still fresh in all men’s minds, unless be had good
reason to count upon the aid of a force which
was more than sufficient to turn the scale in bis
favour. When such hopes are entertained, and
such fiery passions are at work, it is impossible to
forsee the issue. We can only adopt the words
and the sentiment of the Sardinian monarch, and
resolutely await the decrees of Providence. One
reflection, bowever, will probably occur to most
twen on witnessing thie singnlar posture of aflairs

It is not many years since the establishment of a
free Constitation ia Sardinia excited (be displea-
sure of ber Austrian neighbours, who then me-
paced the infant and struggling kingdom with
invasion and the strangling of their nascent lib-
erties by military force. Now the tables are
tarned. By a bappy mixture of boldness and
prudence, the ab'e statesman who presides over
ber Administration has taken advantage of recent
events in Earope to raise his country from her
dependent position into an equality of rank with
the Great Powers. Sardima is no longer in
danger from Austria, but Austria in ber turn
watches and fears the movements of Sardinia
Count Cavour has p'aced the independence of
his country on a firm basis; we trust be will not,
by any rash measure, now undo his own work,
aud topple down the structure which his own
hands bave reared.

Among other consequences of the fermentation
pow going on in Itaiy, we must refer to one
which we sre sure will be bailed throoghout
Furope with delight. Tbe Kiog of Naples bas
become alarmed at the menacing position of
affaira, and has been induced to issue an amoes'y
10 th political prisonery in his dominione. The
sentences of imprisopment have been commu'ed
into exile. Among those who bave thus been
released, is Poerio, the statesman for whose un-
merited wrongs Mr. Gladstone, a few years ago,
excited s0 much sympatby. Though bis ecn-
demnation, and probably that of bis companions,
was wholly vomerited, and be was entitled
ratber to a free pardon than to a commutation of
the seatence, still exile will be bailed as a grate-
fal relief from the poisonous exhalations and the
close confinement of the Neapolitan prisons.

Whatever may be the motives of the otber
despotic Powers, it js now ascertained that
France and Rassia both now fiad it for their
interest to affect, if they do not feel, an anxiey
for ltalian independ: and a readiness 1o pro-
mote its advancement. This is said to be ex-

A most diabolical attempt was made to effect
this, and one most certan to accomplish the par-
poee were it not frusirated fortunately in time,
but parely by accident. Some Tor per-
sons, actuated by the infamous intent, effected
an entrance to the house which is at present un-
occupied, and cut the gas pipe, forcing the
“ cock ” off at the meter. The house instantly
filled with gas, so much as 8,000 cubic feet
escal and was contained in the building, when
the house was providentially opened in the day
time. Had an entrance been made at night,
and bad a light been struck, as would have been
the case, then an explosion must bave resulted,
and it is needless to say the explosion of such a
qrantity of a powerful gas would destroy the
uouse to its foundation, and probably destroy
the adjoining chapel and dwelling bouse.

A revolutionary symptom is meationed from
another part of the Austrian dominions. A con-
spiracy, which seems to have been of but small
extent, has been discovered at Cracow for the
re es'ablisbment of Polish independence, and
arrests have taken place in uence. The
Austrian Government got the first intimation of
it from the Prussian police who arrested a Polish
lady, and found the traces of the Cracow con-
spiracy in ber papers. The Austrian journsis
describe the aflair as no! very important, but
leiters printed in the Paris papers will bave it
that the conspiracy is one which stre'ches far in-
to Gallica, and of which only a very small part
has as yet been brought to hght. *

It is announced that Sir Charles Trevelyan,
brother-in-law of Lord Maculay, who bas been
for many years permanent Secretary of the
Treasury, has been appointed Governor of Mad-
ras, in room of Lord Harris, and that bis place
at the Treasury is about to be supplied by Mr.
George Alexander Hamilton, the member for
Dublin University, and at present one of the
joint Secrotaries to the Treasury in the House
of Commons.
