Adolphe Pegoud gained renown in 1913, 
when he originated the feat of flying up 
side down in an aeroplane and looping- 
the-loop. On the outbreak of the 
Pegoud joined the French aviation squad­
ron and several times since has been 
mentioned in dispatches for valor.

------El Paso, Texas, Sept. 2.—With the
city under heavy police guard and

------Montreal, Sept. 1.—A $50,000 fire
early to-day destroyed the grandstand at 
the Blue Bonnets race track, but the oc­
currence will not affect the fall meet; 
which opens to-morrow, arrangements for 
a temporary stand having been completed.

The origin of the fire is a mystery. The 
stand is wrecked, and as it collapsed it 
destroyed the entire store of liquors se­
cured by the authorities for the meet. 
The roofs of the club house and the Pari 
Mutuel building were damaged.

------Peking, Sept. 2.—The Monarchist
Society is having petitions signed in all 
parts of the country requesting President 
Yuan Shi-kai to declare himself monarch. 
The petitions are being submitted to the 
existing advisory council, the members of 
which are. appointees of Yuan Shi-kai. 
Opposition to the efforts of the monar­
chists is being stifled.

Shanghai, China, Sept. 2.—Li Yuen- 
heng has resigned as Vice-President of the 
Chinese republic. The interpretation 
placed upon his act is that it is prepara­
tory to the establishment of a monarchy.

------Petrograd, Aug. 14—The outcome
of a grave treasonable conspiracy against 
the State is to-day announced by the Gen­
eral Staff. Four men have already been 
dealt with. Of their accomplices, Otto 
Rigert, David Freiberg, Robert Falk, and 
Mateouch Mikoulis were sentenced by 
Court-martial to be hanged. This sent­
ence was carried out on the night of the 
7th inst.

Baron Grothus, another accomplice, has 
been sentenced to imprisonment for life, 
and Otton Fienat to eight years’ imprison­
ment The widow Miassoiedoff has been* 
transported.

ST. ANDREWS, N. B.
Kansas City. Mo., Aug. 31.—In the 

arrest of John W. Earnhardt in St. Louis 
yesterday evening after a search that has 
extended over a period of 16 years, de­
tectives say they have captured the most 
daring, astute and successful criminal in 
the United States.

According to the detectives, the prison­
er has confessed to fraudulent transactions 
for 46 years, staged in almost every large 
city in the country. During all this time 
hgtwas arrested but three times — once in 
Kansas City, once in Denver and last 
January in Waukesha, Wis. He is reput­
ed wealthy — nearly a millionaire — from 
his profits from crime.

For ten years Barnhardt has lived in 
magnificent home in Forest City, Ark., 
where he was the leading citizen of the 
town, director in the largest bank and 
popularly supposed to be a millionaire. 
For years he has made periodical trips 
over the country, and at the close of each 
trip he returned with thousands of dollars, 
which he deposited in his bank. The 
police charge that each of these trips 
made for the purpose of obtaining loans 
on fraudulent deeds, which, the detectives 
say, has been Barnhardt’s specialty for 
twenty years.

As John W. Kline he is said to have 
appeared in this city in 1898 and repres­
ented himself as a man of means. He 
obtained introductions to many prominent 
men mostly in the real estate business. 
One morning he appeared at the office of 
a loan and mortgage company, showing 
deeds to property, and was so familiar 
with all the details of the business he had 
no difficulty in obtaining a $40,000 cash 
loan from the firm of Crutcher & Welch.

Deed WAs Forged
The deed proved a forgery and Kline 

was arrested on two charges, forgery and 
grand larceny. Kline pleaded guilty to 
the grand larceny charge and was sen­
tenced to two years in the State prison.

Bernhardt’s system of working, as it is 
explained by the detectives, is simplicity 
itself. Aided by his appearance and a 
shovy.of ready money' he sought out own­
ers of valuable real estate on the pretext 
he intended to buy the property. On the 
statement that he wished to investigate 
the,titles he would obtain the warranty 
deed. Then clever forgeries of the docu­
ment would be made and Barnhardt would 
appear in some nearby community and 
negotiate a loan. He never played for 
small stakes, and each " trick ” netted him 
many thousands.

Kkne, or Barnhardt, had been urged to 
become a candidate for a member of the 
State Senate in Arkansas, where his 
family is active socially.

Barnhardt was arrested here last night. 
Be escaped from jail in Waukesha 
weeks ago, the police say.

Barnhardt said he would return to Wis­
consin without a requisition. The police 
say he said that for several years he had 
evaded arrest by the use of assumed 
names.

Dispatches from Council Bluffs, Iowa ; 
Kansas City, Mo. ; Waukesha, Wis. ; Kala­
mazoo, Mich. ; and Quincy and Danville, 
111., indicate that a man believed to be 
Barnhardt had been involved in real estate 
swindling operations in or near those 
cities.

Kalamazoo, Mich., Aug. 30.—Local offi­
cers claim that John W. Kline, under 
arrest in St. Louis, operated his alleged 
bogus deed system in this county five 
years ago and obtained $3,500. He is said 
to have been known here as Philip Gal- 
vic&—Globe.

At any rate the 
bill is paid, and there isn’t any doubt they 
gave good value for their money. Just 
think, what would have happened if 
Dugal had not made those charges !

Cardiff, on Friday, August 13, referred to 
his comeradeship with the late "Private 
Thomas Hardy,” otherwise Captain Smart, 
whose recent death at the front was fol­
lowed by an announcement in the Gazette 
reinstating him in his former rank. 
"Thomas Hardy” was one of the bombing 
party in which Lieutenant Barter, then 
company-sergeant-major, won the V.C. 
Lieutenant Barter said 

"He told me in strict confidence that he 
was formerly a captain in the 53rd Sikhs, 
and that he had deserted in order that he 
might rejoin another regiment as a private 
and get into action quicker. He impress­
ed upon me to keep the fact secret while 
he was alive, but if he was killed in action 
! was quite at liberty to make it public. 
A more fearless fellow it would be im­
possible to find. It was on May 16 that 
he did the deed which, if he had lived, 
would have won him the D.C.M. He was 
about 10 yards from the first German 
trench when he got wounded in the right 
shoulder. His comrades called out ‘Hardy, 
go back,’ but he replied, ‘It’s all right; I 
am left-handed.’ The next thing I saw 
was Hardy rushing to our right, and, with 
that bravery which seemed to be his 
characteristic, he commenced to slam 
bombs at the enemy. He carried on like 
that for about 20 or 30 yards, and was 
eventually shot through the head.”

A Model Net.
One of the exhibits is the model of the 

pound net used by the fishermen on the 
Great Lakes. There are two entrances 
to the network which ultimately merge 
with one another, and gradually narrow 
down until it reaches the larger net in 
which the fish get caught, but live until 
the fisherman arrives, thus keeping them 
fresh.

Another case shows several kinds of 
fish swimming around, and above them 
are battleships and cruisers, 
belled, "The dangers of fishing in the 
North Sea.” One of the battleships is 
shown reposing on the bottom of the sea.

SEVEN “ HUN ” STEAMERS
CCI SERVICES If your stock of table linen is running 

low and you're partial to that kind of 
napery—as no doubt you are, since there’s 
nothing like it—take a tip and replenish 
without delay.

This war is playing hob with the flax 
growing industry. In all the belligerent 
countries except Ireland the flax crop is 
being commandeered for other purposes 
than the adornment of tables groaning 
with plenty, and even the fate of Irish 
linen is very much in doubt.

Three-fourths of all the flax used in lin­
en manufacture ordinarily comes from 
Russia ; but none is coming now. The 
folk who grow it are either fighting, flee­
ing, or needing it for urgent home pur­
poses. Most of the remainder is grown 
in Belgium, north-eastern France or Hol­
land. The Irish supply is relatively small.

Already the price of linen has risen 25 
p. c. since the war began. In six months 
it is likely to go up another 25 p.c., if not 
more. The big mills still have flax in reg 
serve, but very few of them are in busi­
ness for their health.—Boston Advertiser, 
Sept. 3. ____ « '

" Fishing may be properly classed 
among the ancient and honorable call­
ings,” said Mr. Hazen in addressing the 
gathering. "It was from amongst the 
fishermen that our Lord drew most of his 
illustrious disciples. At that time the gill- 
net and drag-seine were used in a consider­
able way to supply fish to the inhabitants 
of the towns and cities of the Holy, Land 
in the vicinity of the lakes. Earliest fish­
ing ventures were confined to the lakes 
and rivers. It was only as the demand 
for fish increased and the supplies in these 
waters became inadequate that the fisher­
men began to venture forth to sea.

"In the early days, owing to lack of 
proper transportation facilities, it was 
impossible to supply fresh fish to markets 
at any considerable distance from the 
coasts. Hence the necessity of curing 
arose.

" It may be said the first and chief re­
sult of the discovery of North America, 
was the immediate establishment of a 
great fishery.
