Dunkirk, France, June 25.—Thirty- 
six tons of explosives and metal were 
fired into Dunkirk yesterday from the 
German positions somewhere behind 
Dixmude. Several civilians were kill­
ed or wounded and considerable mat­
erial damage was done, but not a 
single shell reached the port or any 
other point of military importance. 
The impression on the inhabitants dif­
fered in no way from that made by 
preceding bombardments, and the 
first train out of the city yesterday 
carried no more than the usual num­
ber of travellers.

NO WARNING POSSIBLE

ter past six in the evening. They

He believes that if left to the 
statesmen the war would end soon, 
but the people are demanding com­
pensation in keeping with the great 
losses.

Rosyln, R.I., June 25.—From th; 
lips of Col. E. M. House, President 
Wilson heard the true facts of thi 
European situation yesterday. It was 
made clear to him that peace talk is 
absurd and peace efforts vain in the 
present juncture of the war, for Col. 
House entertains no illusions as the 
result of his recent visit to the scene 
of conflict.

Col. House told the president, how­
ever, that the time was rapidly com­
ing when his Initiative in the peace 
t ampaign would be of the highest 
value, and that he believed his pres­
ent handling of the existing war prob­
lems confronting the United States is 
eminently just and wise.

Herr Weiner, Progressive, cited 
with signs of approval from the 
members, an article by Hugo Heine­
mann, Socialist, to the effect that no 
German wants peace until Germany’s 
enemies are willing to concede her 
the right to develop her economic 
and cultural powers. To this state­
ment Dr. Karl Liebknecht, one of the 
Socialist leaders interjected: 
have the masses with us and tne 
masses want peace.”

After this interruption Herr Weiner 
continued:

“We are convinced that the co­
operation of all parlies and classes is 
essential and that it means German 
victory. In this co-operation is found 
the guarantee that we will hold out 
and that we will be spared from such 
dastardly attacks in the future.”

London, June 25—In the course of 
the debate in the House of Commons 
on the Munitions Bill, Capt. Freder­
ick E. Guest, third son of Baron 
Wimborne, attached to Field Marshal 
Sir John French’s staff, said that he 
had obtained 72 hours leave of ab­
sence to come to London and tell 
the House his belief in the peril con­
fronting the nation. He said that the 
nation still failed to grasp the mean­
ing, size and significance of the war. 
The energizing of the manufacture 
of munitions, he said, although it 
brings a sigh of relief to the tren­
ches, was only “tinkering with the 
main proposition of the summer of­
fensive.”

He spoke of the enormous difficul­
ties under which the allies were lab­
oring and asked, “Where would they

hrve been but for the indescribable 
gallantry of the French troops in the 
past six weeks?” •

Capt. Guest said that the nation 
ought to be organized to the utmost. 
He said that he had strongly op­
posed national service before the war 
but that what he had seen at the 
front had convinced him that before 
the war was over men would be 
wanted in such numbers and muni­
tions in such quantities that no other 
system could overcome the difficul­
ties. It was true, he said, that more 
men had enrolled than could be use­
fully employed at present, but only 
for the present.
