slus from South American ports. Harke
was a member of the crew of the Ameri-
can barque Prussia, which was wrecked
on Staten Island, Cape tiorn, on Juné
1), while on a voyage from Norfolk, Va.,
to Port Townsend, Washington. The
vessel slruck a rock and in an endeavor
lo reach land four of the crew were
drowned while Capt. Andrew Johnson
was so weakened by exposure thal he
died the day afier, and ten survivors
reached the barren island.

“I lived a lifetime in those few woeks
when we were cast away on that desert
bil of rock,” Harke said. “It was bitterly
oald. Capt. Johnson was lrying 1o make
New Year's Island light. The wind in-
creasad o such frightful velocily that

the barque was ashor> and a wreck be-
fore au{one realized where we wepe.
She broke up at once, and e\'eryone of

us jumped overboard. Eleven of the)'

thirteen reached a jagged rock, where
there was a bit of hard, white sand and
overhanging cliff.

“At dawn Sabata, the Japapese cook,
and Harry Hammond, a sailor were
missing.

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ANTI-SUICIDE BUREAUS.

Result of the First Year's Work Re-
poried.

A despalch from London says: Twelve
months ago Gen. Boolh of the Saiva-
tion Army started anti-suicide bureaus
in various cities of - the world, and he
now has issued a review of the year's
work. Altogether 1,125 men and 90
women sought the assistance of the
London bureau to save them from self-
destruclion, while at least an equal
number applied at the bureaus in other
cilies. It appears from the review that
the seckers for help belonged mainly
to the middle class. More than half
of them atiributed the desirs to end
their lives to financial embarrassment
cr hopeless poverty, From the small
number o! women applicants Gen.
Booth deduces that they are better able
fo bear up under sorrows and frials
than men. He thinks it safe to say
that 75% of the applicanits have been
diverted from contemplated suicide and
helped to surmount their difficulties.
