System Differs Radically From That
. of the Sthtes.

The veports in American papers of
trial of the Camorrists at Vllt,.:rbo h:hv:
made many people wonder if there is any
system at all about criminal trials, and 1f
there is, what the system ls like. There
i3 a system, and a very simple one it is,
though wtterly different from that which
Roverns procedure in American or Eng-
lish courts, says an exchange.

The trial takes place before three
Judges and a jury, to which are added
& certain number of extra jurors who are
sworn and are present in court to hear
the testimony, and are held ready to take
the place In the jury box of any juror
who may in the course of the trial be in-
capacitated from further gervice. The
depcaitions of all the witnesses have been
taker in writing and signed before the

al ns.  Each of the Judges has a
copy of these before him. The prosecu-
tor and the counsel for the accused fur-
nish to the court a list of the witnesses
they' destre cati d these are sum-
moened all by the court, which has the
power to punish non-attendance.

The first lhlni that happens when the
tria! begins is the questioning of the
cused by the presiding Justice. In It 2
as In most of Continental Europe, a man
accused of a crime is considered by the
law to be the very best witness to his
own gullt or innocence. In England and
Awerlca the accusea need not testify
unleas he choose. In Italy he is the first
and most important witness,

The accused s allowed the widest scope
in defending himself. He has the right
to tell his own story in his own way, to
offer anything he can In the way of jus-
tification or palllation; even hearsuy evl-
dence is admissable. The Judge has ab-
8olute discretion as to what testimony
mav be received and what excluded, and
any Judge who exercised this discretion
unfairly would be an object of execrm-
tlon. Bias on tha part of one Judge is
pogssible, but there are always the other
two Judges on the bench with him, and
they are a perfect checy against unfair-
ness.

When the accused has given his testi-
menr he is confronted personally with
his accuser. The accuser is necessarily
ths principal witness agalnst him. Strict-
ly speaking, the prisoner has no right
to interrupt his accuser, while the latter
{8 telling his story, but in practice the
Jodges permit it, and the confrontation
sometimes becomes a three-cornered de-
bats between accuser, accused and Judge
the latter giving the accused the widest
®eway to demonstrate his innocence. —
Froin Case and Comment.

the eyes of the Hindaus were firet turn-
ed toward America and Canada and the
firet begnningu of modern emigration
from India were inspired, He says that
the visit of Hindu religious reformers
to the great parliameut of religions
which wae held in Chicago in connection
with the World’s Fair first aroused
these people to an appreciation of the
advantages of Occidental civilizations
and democratic institutions.

The educational work carried on b,
American missionaries in the hig]
schools of Indfa also prepared the way
for a sowing of good seed in a ready
soil, the fruitage of which turned the
éyes of educated Hindus toward this
new world. Economie conditions in In-
dia furthered a movement of emigrants
to Canade in 1005, whea and continu-
fng until 1007 not a few came to this
country.—From . the Victeria  Daily
Times. .

FORESTRY IN SAXONY.

(Forestry Branch Press Bulletin No. 33.)
The aggregate area of the state forest
of Saxony is less than 450,000 acres.
The yield of the state forests in the year
1908 was 226 million feet hoard measure,
In this total are compressed 83 per cent.
of wood and timber fit for technical use,
and 17 per cent of firewood. The age of
final maturity, beyond which trees are
not allowed to remain is, for spruce, 80
years; for piune, 80 years, for all hard-
woods, 120 vears. The diameter of the
trees, measured at four and a half feet
above the ground at these ages depends
entirely on the quality of the eoil. Tt
vavies for spruce between eight and ten
inches; for pine. between six and ten
inches.  The entire gross expense for
forestry in 1908 was a million and a half
dollars: forty per cent. for salaries:
forty per cent. for logging and forest
experiments, and twenty per cent. for
planting and road building. The en-
tire gross revenue from forestry in 1908
was three million, nine hundred thou-
saud dollars. The net revenue was, as
a consequence, two million, four hundred
thousand dollars. equal to five dollars
and thirty-two cents net per acrg.

WHAT TO DO IN
OASE OF FIRE

(By Prof. John Marshall.)

Perhaps no single ejaculation is cap-
able of producing =so Imstantaneous and
30 widespread an alarm as the cry of
“Fire!” Nor s this surprising when we
reniember that fire is each year respon-
sible for an almost incalculable loss, bt
of life and property.

Fire drill nowadays has its place in the
routine of every well eonducted sachool;
nor can it be dcubted that the capacity
forr prompt ana .otelligent action 1hus
fnculcat in the minds of young peup.o
of both sexes has, In emergency, pro.cu
the means of prevemting nprlz: disas-
ter. But while this capacity for coiu-
bined aetion is desirable, there seems
be o danger of fostering it at the expenss
of what one may term ‘‘fire education.
Every child shoul@ be taught by meu:us
oi precept and experiment what to .
when a fire breaks out in his own hou,*
He should be instructed how to go
work, coolly and methodically, either tn
extinguish the flames or, if necessary, t»
escape from the building. Lessons uf
this kind, imparted by pruactical methois,
would become & source of strength in af-
ter life, and would go far to check the
recurtence of fire outbreaks, with Lielr
entailed loss of life and capital.

Take, for example, the case of an ov-
erturned ofl lamp. There is a sudden and
alarming blaze; but If action is taken at
; once the damage may be coufined to the
cerpet, cloth, or upon whatever the lamp
actually rests. To throw water on tie
flames is useless. 'The burning oil will
only be forced vver a larger area, e
aim should be to absorb the cil and
smother the flams as much as possihle,
and this may best be done by mneans of
some InflammaWle powder—such as fiour,
' sand. earth from the garden, or anything

ot the kind.

the use of (he soda water siphon as an
extinguisher, When a lamp or caundis
has ignited a curiain the siphon squirc-
ed over the flames will work wonders.
i Not only does the force with whicih the
liquid leaves the tubes allow of {ty heing
dirvected well above the operatod’s Lead,
but the carbonic acid with which the
water is churged helps to deaden the
flames =

If the dress of a woman catcheg fire
she should at once lie down on the tloor
and should crawl in this position eitliar
to a bell pull or a deor and call for as-
sistance; or she should roll herself in a
rug or blanket,

in the event of a man rendering
he should at once lay the patient dowt
take off his coat and roll in t, un!
he can obtain a blanket or rug, or ro!
her on the carpet. If a womaun renders
agsistance she must he careful not to al-
i low her own clothing to touch the vietim,
bhut to hold a rug or blanket in front of
herself while approaching the flames.

A few words may he added respecting
the treatment of burns and scalds nriog
to the arrival of a doctor. The mal~
point te bear in mind is that the alr s
to be excluded from tle affected part as
quickly as possible. Thir mayv he durae
by dredging the part thickiy with flonr -
if the skin 18 not hroken—and not d's-
turbing it for some time.
