all, it is felt that such an admission would necessitate the 
renunciation of certain political maxims,and the adaption 
of a coarse of policy towards Ireland which in the pre­
sence of those exigencies of parly to which I have al­
ready referred, might lead to unpleasant consequences 
(hear, hear.) Amongst the groat political leaders I can 
only recall one, the late Sir Robert Peel, who had the 
courage to rend asunder the ties of party rather than let 
them endure to the prejudice of the true interest of his 
country. Sir, these arc some of the reasons which 
justify me in asserting that in the ordinary course of 
'•rents It Is not easy for this house to obtain a dear per 
caption of the state of Ireland, and, consequadî'y, to 
deal fairly with Ireland. Bat this parliament has oppor 
tunities which have not been enjoyed by many preceding 
parliaments. Within the last lew menths events 
have concurred, which, I think, must satisfy every 
reflecting Englishman that tbs state of Ireland if very 
different from that of his own flourishing and happy 
England ; that those grievance-mongers, who are so un­
popular, have, after all, some justification for their 
statements ; that those who, with similar facilities of in­
formation, tell a different tale are in reality the false 
prophets, and that snnny pictures ef the Treasury Boneli 
are the productions of men who are either deceived 
themselves, or who for some objoet or another, deceive 
others (hear, hoar.)

Those events, however, have enabled von to judge for 
yourselves. They have placed Ireland before you as site 
really is. They have rendered ynu no longer dependent 
on^mmisters or palissas ; and, let me add, they have im­
posed upon you, as tho representatives of the English 
people, the selcmn duty of endeavoring, by the adoption 
of n just nnd courageous policy to make Ireland a pros­
perous. contented, and loyal appendage of the British 
Crown (bear, bear.) At this moment, from one end of 
Ireland to the other, amongst the masses of the people 
in town and eoentry—amongst the millions—there is s 
feeling of diaaffectinn towards English rule what is only 
kept from breaking out into open insurrection by the 
manifest hopelessness of attempting to contend against 
the vastly superior power of England (hear, hear.) But 
this hopelessness has by no means taken the shape of 
despair. It influences only awaite the action of the hour. It 
has settled down into a sullen resolve patiently to wait 
these favorable chances which, it ia implicitly believed, 
time and the varying fortunes of nations are eortain to 
bring forth. This dislike of English rule pervades the 
whole Island, with the exception ef a very few districts wewre seewsww animosity aha goi use owner or • vary 
other sentiment, owing to the people in these districts 
having been taught that the sole object of their country­
men is to slaughter all differing from them in creed as 
the first step towards a religious ascendency. Te what 
is this disaffection attributable F Is it to be ascribed to 
the labors of the apostles of Fenianism during the last 
few years F Most certainly not. They found everytbioi 
ready to their hands, and all they have done is to establisl 
in a few localities a kind of military organisation
