EIRE IN THE TUILERIES.
The fire which broke out last night in the 

Pavillon dee Fleurs, and which for s moment 
threatened to destroy the Tuileries utterly a 
lecond time within one di cade, was happily 
less disastrous than it migh thave been. For 
hours, however, Paris trembled for the re­
stored palace and for the priceless treasures 
stored up in the adjoining museum of the 
Louvre. As it is some of the damage done 
is unfortunately irreparable. The glorious 
statuary of Carpeaux, one of his masterpieces, 
which adorned the side of the pavilion, 
has been terribly injured by the flames, and 
it will be a work requiring much time, talent, 
and money to replace the rest. The fire broke 
out, as you have no doubt heard already, 
shortly after ten in the bedroom oocnpied’by 
Madame Herold, the wife of the Prefect of 
the Seine. M. Herold, who had been very 
ill, had only just returned from the country 
* few hours previously. The rare passers-by 
on the quays could scarcely believe their eyes 
when the first flames shot up to heaven, and 
many feared that the burning palace was an­
other beacon fire lighted by the Communists. 
Nothing hss yet been proved, however, justify­
ing such a suspicion, arid there isreaeon to think 
that the misfortune was due orii ' “ 
domestic imprudence. It was terril 
vated, however, by the slowness 
men. Although there are several brigade 
stations within s few minutes’ distance, and 
despite the facilities afforded by the proxim­
ity of the Seine, it was close upon an hour 
before the engines were set properly to work, 
rod by that time the mischief already done 
was immense. The spectacle was grand and 
awful, especially as seen from the opposite 
bank of the river. The principal lose .was 
sustained fay the Prefect of the Seine. The 
archives of the city of Paris were in the de­
stroyed building, but they were saved. As 
soon as the news of the fire spread crowds 
hurried to the* scene of the calamity, and the 
police had much difficulty in winattiiw,, 
order.

Ferry and Cazot, General 
Clinchers, and other authorities at once came 
down to the palace, where they fortunately 
found M. Herold and hie family uninjured.

[Offenbach was bora at Cologne, June 21, 
1819. He received his musical education at 
the Paris Conservatoire, on leaving which he 
became leader of the orchestra at the Théâtre 
François, and gained some popularity by 
setting to music several of Fontaine's tables. 
Having saved a respectable sum of money he 
took roe license of the theatre “ Lee Bouffes 
Parisiens,” and organised a company whose 
performances became celebrated. In 1864 he 
commenced the series of light operas which 
made his name so celebrated, the most popu­
lar of which are “La Belle Hélène,” “Orphée 
aux Enfers,” “ La Grande Duchesse,” “La 
Périchole,” “ Madame Favart,” and “'La 
Fille du Tambour-major. ” The last opera, Ms 
hundredth work, has just been produced m 
New York. The following extracts from an 
article in the Paris Fiqare will give one an 
idea of the facility with which he composed :— 
“It is now twenty-fixe years since Offenbach 
commenced active life as a composer. So 
long as,he was not laid prostrate by goat, his 
ever juvenile * mind was dreaming of fresh 
successes. Finding composition not sufficient 
of itself for him, he became one day director 
of the G al té Theatre. His taste and know­
ledge of the stage aided him well during his 
management, but he did not know much of 
business matters, and, therefore, a downfall 
was inevitable, and thereby the whole of his 
fortune, which had taken him twenty years 
to acquire, was sacrificed. Offenbach had to 
begin again, and operettas followed upon 

ttas. Even when he had suffered ter- 
from gout, he had himself enveloped in 

wool, and carried into the theatre, in order 
to conduct the rehearsal of a new piece. 
Offenbach waa frequently to he seen in bed, 
writing down melodies for which they were 
waiting at the theatre, and when the work 
was interrupted by pain, resume it at once, 
as if nothing nad happened, the moment relief 
came. We saw him once, before he went to 
Vienna, leave the pianoforte a quarter of an 
hour only previously to directing a first 
night’s performance of one of his operettas.

THE IRISH TROUBLES.
ALARMING STATE OF AFFAIRS IN THE WEST-

MORE LANDLORpS DOOMED—LORD MOUNT-
MORRIS'g FUNERAL.

London, Sept. 30.
A-Dublin correspondent says >-The state

of toe country has been anxiously con­
sidered by the Executive, but no decided 
action'will be taken before the meet­
ing of the Cabinet eoundL Private ac­
counts say the state of the West is very 
alarming. It is well-known that other land­
lords are marked for assassination on the 
first opportunity.
