If, however, the Democrats can
find a safe man in their nominee for the
Presidency, it is really difficult to see
how they can fail, except through one of
those inconceivable blunders which the
fates sometimes cause them to make, and
which in politics, as we are so often in-
formed, are worse than crimes.
