Cooling the Cellars. j

A great mistake is sometimes
made in ventilating cellars and milk |
houses. The object of ventilation in |
to keep the cellars cool and dry, but |
thix object often fails of being accom- |
plished by a common mistake, and,
instead, the cellar is made both |
warm and damp. A cool place|
should never bo ventilated, unless
the air admitted is cooler than the
air within, or is at least as cool as
that, or a very little warmer. The
warmer the air, the more moistare
it holds in suspension. Necessarily,
the cooler the air, the more this
moisture is condensed and precipi-
tated. When a cool cellar is aired
on a warm day, the cutering air be-
ing in motion appears cool; but as
it tills the cellar, the cooler air with
which it becomes mixed chills it,
the moistare is condensed, and dew |

tion and colic, and encourage the
multiplication of worms. It is of
far greater importance to avoid all
these causes of trouble, than to seek
remediea for them.— American Agri-
culturist for August.
