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Nuns as Farmers 'and
Blacksmiths.

A community of nups oslled the
Sisters of St, Dominio, who engage
in farm labor and the srduons work
of the blacksmith, is very interest=
ingly described by “J. T, O'M.” in
the woman’y seotion of Sydney
“ Daily Telegraph.” The scene of
these nuns’ work is the Convent of
St. Dominic, King William’s Town,
Cape Colony. The story seems
almost inoredible, but the symps-
thetio tone of the article seems to
oarry coaviotion as te the correctness
of the particulars given :

“ When the Sisters of 8¢, Domiuvio
first arrived in South Afries, eager
to sow seeds of religion, they pur-
chased an extensive farm, with the
objeet of employing laberers to oul.
tivate it for the support of their con-
vent, They soon discovered, how—
ever, thatin such a conntry as South,
Africa, then was, where every man
had the gold or diamend fever rather
badly, that it was as easy to ficd
agricultural laborers as it was to find
the provervisl rLeedle in a hayatack.
Nothing daunted by their inability
to find men more willing to wield a
spade in turning up potatoes than to
use it turning up gold the Sisters
quietly, but none the 1ces determin-
edly, put their bands to the plough,
and began to oultivate the farm
themselver, As was to be expected
when women begin an nnacoustomed
task they had to contend with many
difficulties, such as blunted imple-
meuts and broken plcughsbares.

“The problem that now faced the
plucky Sisters was the need of a
blacksmith to put their implements
into working order sgair, so they
sent to Oape Town and recured the
materials to build and ihe tocls to
stock a smithy, Wher the smyby
was completed they funnd that pro-
curing of a smith was as difficalt ae
the securing of farm laborers, to they
were agsin compelled to fall back
on Cape Town snd sucoceeded, after
considerable delay apnd troumble, in
securing & smith to act as » tutor to
the Sisters. The aptitude with
which they picked up the tricks of
the trade may be gauged by the faot
that the tutor, doubtless not recog-
nizing their cquality with a man,
went on a epree, snd was epeedily
made aware of their superiority to
bim by being sammarily dismiesed
for his lack of respect due to tke
noble women who bired him.

“From that time the Sisters have
Jdone their own blacksmith's work,
and there are no more vexatious de-
lays in the cultivation of their farm
land, and they plod on from morn
Sill nigh’, attired in their brows
" hnbits, bosieg #wmﬁ!; :
aud grafiing, o1 ¢riving aud berding
strong-limbed axen.

“One of the most striking effouts
in the appearance of the Sisters of
8t. Domioic in South A ‘rior, is their
roey, taoned faces, eo diff rent from
the white faces of the nuns under
ordinary circumstances, 'This nat.
ursl brorzy is well earned. Day
after day, week after week, month
after month, and year after year, the
Sisters toil at the fcrge snd in the
field, exposed to the heat of the fierce
tropioal sun, and the fiery heat of
the forge,

‘ Itis, indecd, not too much to say
that the women blacksmitbs of the
Dominicacsare experts. To watch
them st work is, indeed, an educse
tion to mae on the energy, courage
and adeptibilily of the so-.caled
weaker sex. The strength and pre-
cision of the hammer swinging by
theee Sisters is a fascinatior, and
many visitors go milss out of their

way to gszo in awe-struck wooder|

and admiration at the harc.working
women of the smithy.

This is a
thing which, in our eyes, is of precious
and very desirable - usefulness, in so
far -as it gives us a way to obtain the
salvation of souls; if not with the
voice, at least with the books, snd
with the teachings, emanating from
the life of Christ we heal the evils of
society and of the individual.

“ We well koow with what care the
Association of St. Jerome attends to

syperfluous to give its members any

-recommendations and incitements to

push forward with growing activity
their initiative. But, if we wish the
Society to'make every day more pro-
pitious advances, it should keep ever
present this maxim, namely, that of
all the enterprises none is more useful
than that which best corresponds to
the idclination of the times, and that
when a work, in the brief running of
years, has so nobly affirmed m¢|l in
the field of benefits, it is necessaty to
redouble the efforts in order to favor
it, Therefore, now that the Associa-
tion bas produced among the people
so much desire for the reading’of the
Gospels, it must feed that desire and
second it with the continuous increase
of the copies of the same Gospels,
well persuaded that such increase of
copies will be crowned with advana
tageous resuit. g

“It goes without saying that this
fact will help also to rebuke the known
prejudice, mamely, that, the Church
does not wish to permit, or opposes,
the reading of the Sacred Scriptures
in tbe vulgar tongue. And because
it is of the greatest interest not only
to bave as an aim the prosecation of
the aforesaid end, in preference to
anything else which might come under
the active zeal of the Society, but also
tbat all the united forces may be con
verged in it, it will be also opportune
that the Association of St. Jerome
should retain as a sufficient field of
labor to dedicate itself io0 the publica
tion of the Gospels and the Acts of
the Apostles,

“To you therefcre, sur veneérable
brother, is left the promoting, with the
prestige of-your authority and with the
wisdom of your advice, the increate of
a work which to us is so much at
heart. To the members, then, it re-
mains to dedicate themselves to the
good of the institution in the manner
in which they bave dedicated them-
selves up to this day, namely, with the

_bighest diligence and with the noblest

enthusiasm, Since we have proposed
to restore everything in Jesus Christ,
there is nothing we could better desire
tban to introduce among the faithful
the custom of the frequent, or rather
the daily reading of the Holy Gospels,
because this reading precisely demone
strates and akes us clearly see by
