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OUTRAGES IN IRELAND.
Earl Russell evidently has little 

faith in the potency of the Church 
Bill to prevent outrages in Ireland. 
Perhaps he is right, for although dis­
establishment may do something to­
wards silencing the murmurs of one 
portion of the population it will go but 
a short way in quenching the animosi­
ty which has subsisted for ages be­
tween the two great parties into which 
the country is divided. Indeed it is 
not improbable that this feeling may 
be augmented and intensified, for 
there are those who look with no small 
degree of disfavor on the concessions 
which the Government are now almost 
sure to yield. But if this be an evil 
there can be no doubt it is the less of 
two, between which it was necessary 
to chose. No legislation can extin­
guish party spirit, although it niay 
prevent party demonstrations and pun­
ish those who engage in party fights. 
While there are such men as the May­
or of Cork there will be such combi­
nations a a the ’Prentice Boys, and 
vice versa, and the settlement of the 
Church and Land Questions even on 
the most equitable basis will do little 
towards inducing them to dwell in 
amity. That will be the work of the 
millenium alone. "What can the Gov­
ernment do to stop outrages ? Nothing, 
at all to stop them permanently# that 
is, so that they will not occur again. 
What have they always done ? Noth­
ing but what they have had to repeat, 
and so far as we learn they have no 
new magic agency at command. The 
terrible riots which occurred not long 
since in Belfast were quelled by the 
military, like all others, and it was 
thought that the damage, suffering 
and loss of life inflicted then would 
produce a salutary effect much more 
lasting than it appears to have been. 
Again the same agency was employed 
in Tipperary and Berry, but all will 
not deter from fresh outbursts of par­
ty passion. To do so is one of the im 
possibilities, nor can it be accomplish­
ed until there come a revolution in 
that dividend of human nature which 
makes its home in Ireland. Even in­
tellectual education, powerful as it is 
for good, will never eradicate the evil; 
it is ‘the old man with his deeds’ that 
does the mischief, and though lie may 
be frightened for a moment by enqui­
ries in Parliament about his doings, 
and by the clinking sabres of cavalry 
even these will not keep him long qui­
escent.

Religious Excitement in Per­
sia-—Religious excitement appears 
to be greatly on the increase in the 
Mohammedan world. The greatest 
trouble the British in India at pres­
ent meet is from the Mohammedan 
sect of the Waliabees. The same 
sect last year obtained complete con­
trol of Muscat, the greatest Moham­
medan State in Arabia. A few days 
ago a cable despatch informed us of a 
desperate riot between two religious 
sects in the streets of -Teheran, the 
capital of Persia. Three hundred 
men were killed before the troops came 
out and suppressed the riot. Thé 
name of the sects concerned in the 
riot is not stated; but as Persia seve­
ral years ago was greatly disturbed 
by a sect.of Reformers called Babis, 
or followers of Bab, and r.5 this sect, 
notwithstanding its criiel persecution 
by the Persian Government, islrcpovi- 
cd to have now numerous adherents in 
every town and village of Persia, and 
to number in all some three millions 
of adherents, it is probable that it 
was not foreign to the riot.

The Law of Interest—Mr. 
Rose has introduced certain resolu­
tions, with a view to change the pre 
sent law respecting the rates of inter­
est chargeable ou loans, etc. As the 
law now stands, banks arc not permit­
ted to charge over seven per cent in­
terest for moneys loaned, while some 
other corporations, such as building 
societies, may charge a higher rate 
than that, but individuals may arrange 
to pay-any rate that they may deem
{•roper. Mr. Rose proposes that the 
aw, iu so far as it effects Banks and 

other corporations, shall remain as it 
is at present, while individuals shall in 
no case bo permitted to charge a 
higher rate than eight per cent. 
Should a higher rate be charged, pay 
ment cannot be enforced, but as a pen­
alty, the rate will be reduced to six 
per cent, and any amount above that 
rate which may have been paid may 
be recovered by an action at law. 
When no rate of -interest has been 
agreed upon, the legal rate is to be as 

• it is now—six per cent.

New Law dr Evidence.—It is 
being sought, in England, to amend 
the somewhat anomalous state of the 
law of evidence, which, «on technical 
grounds, often excludes testimony of 
great importance and value, and 
which ought, in justice, to be laid be 
fore the jury. It is wished to be allow 
cd to do this in cases where divorce 
is sought, arising out of adultery, in 
breach of promise and seduction cases, 
wherein the principal guilty parties 
would often testify, ifaljowed, and cut 
the case short, by presenting it be­
yond all doubt to the jury. It is also 
sought to permit any parlies to give 
evidence on affirmation, wlm niay 
make a declrration that they conscien­
tiously object to taking an oath.

Tiie Banking Scheme. — The 
Globe's Ottawa correspondent says 
Mr Rose’s banking policy has caused a 
great commotion in political circles ; 
it is the general theme among mem­
bers. The bankers held a meeting on 

. Saturday to oppose it. The Bank of 
Montreal supported the scheme. So 
it is said do the Nova Scotians. The 
New Brunswick and Ontario Banks 
Are unanimously against it, with but 
one exception. The bankers hold an­
other, meeting on Monday. Mr Hugh 
Allan, of the Merchant’s Bank is ex­
pected then to take part iu the oppo­
sition to the new scheme. Mr. Galt 
lias announced his determination to 
oppose it.

The North West. — There is
great dissatisfaction with regard to 
Government policy in the North-west. 
It is feared nothing will ,be done this 
season towards «opening communica­
tion between Lake Superior and Red 
River. Mr. Dawson is preparing a 
report on the route ; it is not yet 
ready. * _ •______

The exodus of French Canadians 
from Quebec to the States continues. 
A hundred and fifty left that city the 
other day for the adjoining republic, 
where they have been engaged to work 
at good wages. More are to follow.

A California paper calls White 
Pine a “stupendous perhaps.” There 
is less mining than selling out. As 
soon as ore is struck in a claim, workj 
is stopped, for fear it may V peter oatp 
and the mine ie for sale.

From the slow way in which mat­
ters arc getting on here, it is expect­
ed Parliament will not prorogue be­
fore July.
