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The Governor General Coining 
to Guelph.

We have received a telegraph 
from the Provincial Secretary, stating 

that the deputation have succeeded 
in inducing the Governor-General to 
visit Guelph on Thursday.—Lieut- 
Governor Howland will also accom­
pany him.

That “VerySuspicious Affair.”
The Mail and Leader have been 

greatly exercised over what they are 
pleased to call a “ very suspicious 
affair.” It is this. A company was 
lately formed in Toronto, called the 
“ Canada Car Company” the works 
to be located in that city. The Tory 
organs stated, on Thursday, that this 
Company had succeeded in en- 
entering into a contract with the 
Ontario Government for the use, 
for seven years and a half, 
with the privilege of renewal 
for seven years and a half more, of 
the labour of the Central Prison,now 
in course of construction,™ the west­
ern part of that city. It is further 
announced that the new company 
are to have workshops in the Central 
Prison, and that from the building it 
will have rails laid down to connect 
with the principal railways entering 
Toronto. Out of this rumour the 
organs sent a fat job for some of fhe 
leading Reformers. They charge 
that the Company is none other than 
George Brown, Blaikie and Alex- 
ander, a few other Reformers, and a 
handful of Conservatives thrown in to 
ward off suspicion. They announce 
the whole affair as a job, and that 
Geo Brown has brought a pressure to 
bear on the Government, and com­
pelled them to enter into an agree­
ment for the use of the prison labour 
as above stated, which they maintain 
will be a source of great profit to the 
Company.

Now for the facts, as we find them 
in the Globe of Friday. The Presi­
dent and Vice-President of this com 
panÿ are Tories, three out of the four 
Directors are Tories, and the Secre­
tary, Solicitor, Consulting Counsel 
and Broker belong to the same school 
of politics. Only three of the Offi 
cers are Reformers. As regards Mr. 
Brown’s connection with the. Com­
pany, the Globe states that he does 
not even own a share m it ; that he 
never heard of the prison contract 
until it wasscompleted, and believing 
that however advantageous that con- 
tract might be to thé Government, 
it would not be advantageous to the 
Company, he declined to take shares, 
especially on that ground.

Such is the unravelment of this 
awfully suspicious affair. Like the 
Proton and other so-called outrages, 
it has turned out to be a myth, and 
the Tory organs are getting laughed 
at for being frightened at such silly 
canards.'^

The above figures afford a strong ar 

gum en t for the holding of the exhibition 
as far eastward as Kingstone as seldom 
as possible. When it was last held in 
Hamilton, four years ago, the total num­
ber of paying visitors who attended it. 
was 14,000 less than the receipts for this 
year représent, and yet even then they 
were, about 10,000 more numerous than 
last year.

About 8 o’clock the Governor-General 
visited the Crystal Palace grounds and 
took a careful view of all goods on exhi­
bition. We understand that while there 
he purchased two horses for his own per­
sonal use. While going through the 
horticultural department he and the 
Countess of Dufferin spoke in highly 
eulogistic terms of the fruit and* flowers. 
Just as His Excellency the Governor- 
General was leaving the horticultural de­
partment, Mr. James Fleming presented 
Lady Dufferin with a splendid hand bou­
quet, and basket of fruit, the fruit con­
sisting of Prince Imperial gagse,Jefferson 
plums and a few fine peaches, brought 
by Mr. E. C. Fearnside, of Hamilton, from 
his garden. Mr. Geo. Leslie, jr., of Tor­
onto added to the-collection two very fine 
bunches of hot-house grapes, black and 
white varieties, which altogether made a 
very handsome present, showing to her 
Excellency to what perfection choice 
fruit can be cultivated in Canada. At 
10.30 their Excellencies held a levee at 
the City Hall, at which a large number of 
the citizens were presented.

After spending over an hour at the 
Hall, Lord and Lady Dufferin returned 
to their temporary abode and "partook of 
a lunch before leaving for the' station, 
which was reached shortly' after half- 
past one o’clock. After bidding farewell 
to those whose hospitality they had 
enjoyed, and to a number of leading 
citizens who accompanied them to the 
station, Lord Dufferin and Countess Duf­
ferin went on board the special train 
which was placed at their disposal by the 
Managing Director of the Gnat Western 
Railway. At twenty minutes to two o’­
clock the train moved out from the sta­
tion amid loud cheering for Lord and 
Lady Dufferin. _ _
