Prof. Campbell’s Statement,

Thomaston, Ga., May 29. — Prof.
Campbell of  the Lick Observatory
who took observations here, gave (v{ll'
the following statement after the
event “The sky was clear, hut not
very blue Rapidly approaching
clouds from the southwest obhscured
the sun less than one minute after to-
tadity. 'The program, which was ak
most wholly photographic work, was

fully carried out, except in the case
of the spectroscope, whose clock re-
fused to work.

“The coronal streamers were some-
what similar to those observed in
India in 1898. 'There were two on
the west of about equal intensity,
out to a distance equal to five or six
diameters  of the sun. The upper
one of the two to the east was much
stronger than the lower one and was
observed out to about four dianieters.
The streamdrs scemed to he near the
solar equator than in 1898. The
shadow bands were distinctly ob-
served, inclining from about 38 de-
grees east of south, travelling north-
east.”’

Saw the Eclipse in Georgia.

Toronto, May 29. — President
Lumsden of the Astronomiecal Society
was an interested spectator of the
eclipse yesterday from a point in
Georgia in the path of the total ob-
scuration. He left the city two or
three days ago to be in plenty of
time to get a view, and will doubt-
less return with much interesting
data. The other local observers made
some good photagraphs and sketchesy.
