The case of Glover,vs.Southern Loan Co.,

The legal 
report of the case reads as follows:—Glover 
vs. Southern Loan k Savings Co.-Judge- 
ment on appeal by defendants from order of 
a Division Court reversing judgement of 
Meredith, J.. dismissing the action. One 
George Ballah was the owner of a farm sub­
ject |to mortgages to the defendants, and 
subject to a lieu for the price of a machine 
purchased from the Sawyer-Massey Co. by 
one Taylor, who bought it and given as 
surety for Ballah certain endorsed promisary 
notes ae collateral. The plaintiffs aie exe­
cution creditors of Ballah. The defendants 
exercised the power of sale in their mortgage 
but after paying their claim and discharging 
the lien by paying the Sawyer- Massey Co. 
did*not hold the notes for the plaintiff, the 
next incumbrancers on the land. The divis­
ional court held that the defendants were 
bound on paying the Sawyer-Maesey Co.
