LATEST U. S. NAVAL VICTORY.
Playa del Este, Guantanamo Bay, 

July 22.—Following is the official ac­
count of the latest naval victory—that 
at Manzanillo—told by Commander 
Todd, of the U. S. gunboat Wilmington, 
in his report to Admiral Sampson: "At 
7 o’clock in the morning of July 18, the 
vessels on blockade duty in this vi­
cinity—the Wilmington, Helena, Scor­
pion, Hist, Hornet, Wampatuck and 
Osceola—approached the harbor of 
Manzanillo on the westward. At 7:30 
the Wilmington and Helena entered the 
northern channel toward the city, the 
Scorpion and Osceola the mid-channel, 
and the Hist, Hornet, and Wampatuck 
the south entrance, the movements of 
the vessels ‘being so timed as to bring 
them within effective range of the ship­
ping at about the same moment.

“At 7:50 fire was opened on the ship- 
ping;, and after a deliberate fire, last­
ing about two and a half hours, three 
Spanish transports, El Gloria, Jose 
Garcia and La Purrisimo Concepcion, 
were burned and destroyed. The pon­
toon, which was the harbor guard and 
store ship, probably for ammunition, 
was burned and blown up. Three gun- 
boats were destroyed. One other was 
driven ashore and sunk, and a third 
was driven ashore, and is believed to 
have been disabled.

;of our vessels. Great care was taken
