8he
found the little afflicted child lving im
almost total intellectual darkness, pas-
sionate and eelf-willed. The first steps
of development were siow, but once the
desire for knowledge was aroused in the
little pupil’s heart, her life became one
unbroken series of triumphs. Today,
Helen Keller 1is an honor college
graduate, is the author of four books,
and, with her recently perfected accom-
plishment of speech, she is appearing on
the public platform, speaking frequently
on behalf of the blind and deaf.

Her message is one of sunshine and
optimism, and appears all the more mar-
veilous, coming as it does from one whose
life might have been spent in complete
darkness of soul and mind.

Anyone interested Iin
the condition of the
city schools, and ‘the
Hmited space accorded
school children for
playgrounds, will doubtless read with in-
terest of the new school in an Oklahoma
eity, where ‘‘fire-trap’”’ staircases and
stuffy roomg are completely eliminated,
and sample room provided for play-
grounds. An exchange describes the new
schoo]l as follows:

«“A wmchoolhouse in which the class-
rooms are distributed among a number of
small bulldings erected about a play-
ground, 300 feet square, has been planned
in accord with the new soclal-centire idea.
The two-room, one-story units, bullt
along the four sides, open direotly upon
the square and have no corridors, halls,
or street doors. A two-story assembly
hall on the street #ide and gates at the
four corners give entrance to the quad-
rangle and a concrete arcade around the
edge serves as a cloakroom. The heat-
ing and ventilating plant Is in tha as-
sembly building. This plan gives a cen-
tral playground, 200 feet esquare, 8SUr-
rounded by an amphitheatre which will
seat several thousand people A swim-
ming pool in the basement is to be open
to the public at certain hours.”
