Just, 
as enlistment is only the beginning 
of the making of the soldier, con­
version is only the commencement of 
a Christian life.

Before there could be any progress 
to full growth in the Christian life, 
there must be a conception of the 
meaning and purpose of the life of 
Christ. Col. Wood declared. The first 
vision of Christ shouldn't be the best 
one. there should be other and better 
visions later on.

This would result in a closer follow- 
ing of Him. Much disintegration of 
Christian living results from attempts 
to follow Him afar off. It would 
result also in a better type of 
service.

The postoffice department is the 
biggest single business in Canada. 
According to a despatch received 
here today by Acting Postmaster 
Skinner the postal department has 
the widest span in territory and the 
most intricate details to handle.

The estimated number of letters,| 
post cards, parcels, circulars, etc., 
carried in Canada's mails last year 
was 1,200,000,000, and the expendi­
ture of the postoffice department ag­
gregated $28,305,936.57. while the net 
revenue of the department was $29,- 
100,491-92. showing a profit of $734 
555.35. With the exception of 1915 
and 1922, when there were deficits, 
the department has had a substantial 
surplus ever since 1902. This speaks 
well for the efficient management of 
the department and the ability of the 
civil servants who constitute its per­
sonnel.

There are about 12,300 postoffices 
in the country, stretching from the 
farthest northern points to the United 
States border and from the Atlantic
