Flan­
nery while attending the seminary 
prompted him to send the two popu­
lar young priests to Rome, where they 
have won honor for London by their 
splendid record at the Canadian Col­
lege in the Italian capital.

Nearly every country maintains a 
separate college in Rome, where 
priests who display aptitude for 
special study are sent, and those who 
are fortunate enough to take gradu­
ate courses, among many advantages 
receive that of being instructed by 
the world’s best scholars.

Fr. Flannery, who is the son of 
Mr. and Mrs. P. J. Flannery of Pic­
cadilly street, received his college 
training at Assumption College, 
Sandwich, and during his school days 
was one of the most popular young 
men in the institution. A lover of 
sports, "West," as he is known to 
everyone, took no small part in col- 
lege athletics. Graduating from 
Assumption, he immediately entered 
the seminary to study for the priest­
hood.

Finishing the seminary course with 
high honors, he was chosen with Fr. 
Ffaulkes, who also showed excep­
tional ability, by Bishop Fallon to 
go abroad for special study.

Born in England, Fr. Ffaulkes 
spent his early life in that country, 
and received his education there. It 
was after his graduation from Cam­
bridge University that he decided to 
become a Catholic, and he joined the 
church in England, later coming to
