Another Sensation Sprung on the
Court—A Juror Who Has Been
Threatened.

Pastor Gibson Interviewed—He Thinks
Counsel Have Seriously Ipjured
Durrant’s Case.

San Francisco, Sept. 30.—In the opinion
of members of the local bar the couneel for
the Durrant defence has opened the door for
the admission of all the evidence in the
Williams case at the present trial for the
murder of Blanche Lamont. The defence
will fight any proposition that has for its
object getting before the present jury
any faot regarding the Williams murder.
The district attorney sage he is satisfied he
has put in a very strong case, and does not
like to take the chance of introduding testi-

The mark opposite Darrant’s name cannot
be clearly distinguished, but it looks more
like an A than an X,

Mrs. G. Monnier, the wife of a French
liquor dealer, says that on the afterncon of
April 3 she saw Theodore : Darrant. enter
Emannuel church alone. Mt Monniersays
she was on her way to her dressmaker’s that
day. Investigation proves that Mrs. Mon-
nier not only did not see Durrant enter the
church, but that she never saw him until-
the trial commenced. It is believed that
her mind is deranged.

SAN FraNoisco, Oot, 1.—After gathering
up a few ragged ends of the testimony left
over from last week the defence in the Dar-
rant case this morning began'the building of
an alibi for the young medical student from
April 4 to April 12 dfdingive. The purpose
of the alibi is to itpeach the testimony of
Pawnbroker Oppenheimi and W. J. Phillips
who testified that some time between April
3and April 12, Darrant. tried to pawn
Blacche Lamond'’s ring at Oppenheim’s store.
Daring the course of the testimony which
ocovered Durrént’s movements on April 4
and-5, a struggle was precipitated by Dis-
trico Attorney Barnes, who challenged the
reliability of the roll call book at Cooper
college. The argument ended ina victory
for the defence so far as the question before
the court was concerned, and Judge Murphy
sustained the objection to a question pro-
pounded by himself te the wiuness and cnt
off the discussion.

The trial began this morning with a sen-
sation which was quite as unexpeocted to the
prosecution as to the defence. Juror I. J.
Truman informed the court that last Thurs-
day, during the noon recess of the court, he
was approached by H. J. McCoy, general
secretary of -the Young Men’s Christian
Association, who endeavored to engage him
in conversation on the subject of the trial.
“If you don’s hang Darrant,” said McCoy
to the juror, ‘‘we will hang you.” The
Court said the offence bordered strongly on
a crime, and cited MoCoy to appear in court
October.3 and show cause why he should not
be punished for contempt.

The defence oalled to the stand four wit-
nesses by whom it was proposed to test thn
accuracy of pawn-broker Oppenheim’s
memory. They were Marvin Cartis, Wil-
liam Cathart, P. J. Neumann and Leonard
Everett, members of the National Guard
and the Signal corps to which Durrant be-
longed. They testified that they had taken
various articles of jewelry to Oppenheim’s
store and had attempted to pawn them,
They described the manner in which they
were dressed at the time. The descriptions
in many cases did not correspond with the
descriptions given by Oppenheim when he
was asked how the men who tried to pawn
the articles were dressed. Each of the four
witnesses said he had subscriped money to
assist in the defence of Durrant:

Sa~ Francisco, Oot. 1,—Now that Rev.
George Gibeon, pastor of Emanuel church,
has been mentioned by Attorney Deuprey
In connection with the murder that made

the church notorious, he has seen fib bo
break the silence which he has maintained
ever since the discovery of the crime. Rev.
Mr, Gibson when asked, ‘° What do you
think of Mr. Deaprey’s speech as an argu-
ment for the defence of Darrant ?’ said,
“ Well, it is a mystery to me how any man
could deliver such reckless talk when he
beld in his hand the life and death of a
fellow being.” ‘

“Why did you remain silent so long 2"
‘‘ Because as a witness I had no righo to
talk, and T am willing to take my share of
the newspaper oriticism.” :

‘Do you think the situation changed ?”’
“Yes, [ am virtually accused of murder,
My name has been singled out.among all the
Witnesses and nttered in loud tones to the
Jury. Mr. Deuprey declared the fight of this

FULL SATISFACTION.

China Compelled to Accede to the De-
mands of Franee and Great
Britain.

Yiceroy Lin Degraded—His Bad Record
—The Chinese Situation
Reviewed.

LoxpoN, Oct. 1.—It is announced that
China has accorded full satisfaction to
France for the recemt attack made upon
French missions in China,

A dispatch from Peking to Reuter’s
agency confirms the news that a decree has

aiready been published in the Peking Offi.
cial Gazette, ordering that Lia, viceroy of
Szechuen, be atripped of his rank for failing
to protect the missionaries in his distriot,
and that he be not permitted to sgain hold
office.

The Times publishes a dispatch from Ber-
lin which says that the Chinese government
has informed Germany that the leaders of
the attack upon the German missions at
Swatow have been arrested and measures
will be taken to arrest others concerned.

Admiral Buller, with the fourteen ships
belonging to the Brivish fleet in Chinese
waters, will proceed on Wednesday to Nan-
king, and present the viceroy at that place
with important dispatches from officials of
the foreign office.

Viceroy Lieu, whose fall is announnced,
hae been in trouble before. It is said he
was found guilty last November of misappro-
priation, and later on, becanse French in-
vestigations showed he was responsible
for the Chenta riots, he wae «bliged
to pay an indemnity of $800,000 to French
Catholic missions from his own pocket.
The present conclusion, . which has
been brought about apparently by British
threats, will not involve the abandonment
of the independent investigation into the
Chengtu riots ordered by Secretary Olney.
There has been a change in the personnel of
the commission. Commander Barber, the
naval wttache, has fallen ill, and has been
relieved from duty a» ioommissioner by
Lieut. Commander John P, Merrill, execu-
tive officer 17.8.8. Baltimore.

The Standard says, regarding the Chinese
situation. The position of the Chinese gov-
ernment is extremely perilous. It has
enough on ite hands without a %uarrel with
England. Itistooscon tosay thatthefall of the
Manehu-dynasty is.imminent, but the news'
of the spread of the Mahommedan insurrec-
tion in the province of Kansu ias alarming.
The British demands must be supporved by
the presence of our fleeb in -the Yangteeki-
ang, if not by the ocoupation of Nanking,
We douby if the Manchu dynasty could sur-
vive such ashock. If the Mahommedans of
the west find a leader, and if at the same
time the imperial government is rash enough
to defy the powers, a revolution is inevit-
able.

The Times dwélls upon "China being a
huge and inert maes, whose friendship.is nop
worthy the cultivating by feeble concessions
to her pretensions and - her pride. - ** What
we want done,” the Times says, *° we must
insist upon baving done, not by futile repre-

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THE NEWS FROM LONDON.

Spain’s Treatment of Caban Prisouers
—The Powers, the Porte and
the Armenians.

“Truth’s” Criticism of Recent Bri-
tish Athletic Performances in the
United States.

Loxbon, Oot. 1.—Acoording to a dispatch
rcceived at Madrid from Havana, members
of the committee of the autonomist party
have asked Captain General Martinez de
Campos to release a number of prominent
persons who were detained in custody at
Santiago de Cuba by order of the military
authorities, The Spanish commander, b is
added, not only refused to release the pri-
soners but confirmed the sentences which
were imposed upon them, and it is under-
stood they are to be escorted as prisoners on

board a Spanish ship to-day in order to
be taken to the military prison at Ceuta, a
Spanish convict establishment in Africa op-
posite and about 17 miles from Gibraltar.

Conflicts have occurred between the Pe.
ruvians and Bolivian forces on the frontier
and the officials have taken measures to
suppress the disturbances. Owing to the
recent strained relations between Bolivia
aad Peru this frontier outbreak causes some
apprehension.

Lieut. Charles G. Dwyer, military attache
to the United States legation, City of Mex-
ico, has'been ordered by Minister Ransom
to visit the Tlahualilo colony and make a
thorough investigation in behalf of the
United States government into the treat-
ment of the negro colonists and to the
causes of many deaths among them when
they were preparing to absndon the planta-
tion and return to their homes in Alabama.

The Turkish Minister of foreign affairs
writes: “‘I beg to inform you that, under the
instigation of certain Armenian agitators, hos-
tile gatherings were formed opposive to and
in the nelghborhood of the Armenian patria-
chat, Thanks to the measures taken, the
oltly is perfeotly calm.”

LoxpoN, Oct. 2.—The intense heat felt
throughout Great Britain during the past
ten days, a state of affaire quite unprece-
dented the weather records here for this
time of the year, culminated yesterday in a
sudden drop of 25 degrees temperature, fol-
lowed by » heavy gale which has caused
mmg_' gﬂn age along the coast. A dispatch

m Deal anpounced hat two steamers o:?i
been driven ashore on the treacherous Good-
win Sands. News of disasters to shipping are
constantly being received. For instance, a
telegram from llfracombe, on the north
ooast of Devonshire, at the mouth of
the Bristol channel, announces thab six
would-be life savers were drowned in an
attempt to rescue the crew of the ketch
Arabella, which was ashore in a dangerous
position off the coast. Several vessels are
reported ashore on the Gore sands, the
crews having been rescued by the lifeboat
men. ‘On the Somersetshire coast there
were several exciting rescues, and in Bridge-
water bay, a steam tug, after a long battle
with the waves, sank near shore, drowning
the engimeer, who stuck to his post.
Others of the crew succeeded in swimming
ashore. The coasting steamer Bull Dog
was driven ashore on Barrow flats, where
the orew was rescued. Despatches received
from Liverpool say that the gale there was
accompanied by blinding rain. A number-
of ships in the river Mersey displayed sig-
nale of * distress. The same state of
affaira  is reported frem other parts
of the  country; all along  the
coast the lifeboat men are kept
busy’ throughout the night, saving many
lives. The full extent of the ravages of the
gnla will not be known for some ays. No

oubb the shipping interests suffered conaid-
erably. No demage to American ships has
been reported to the present. A telegram
mSonthport states that it is feared several
fishing boate belonging to that place were
lost during the gale last night. A dispatch
from Blackpool announces that three fishin
smacks hailing from that port founder
during the night in spite of the efforts of the
lifeboat men to assish them. Five fisherien
were drowned,

Ngmerous other wrecks are reported from
the Bristol channel and other points along
the wesb coast of England. Alvogether 19
steamships and large eailing vessels and 27
smaller craft are reported to have been
wrecked. Although 18 lives are known to
have been lost it is feared that many more
sailors and fishermen have lost their lives as
the coasts of Devonshire and Somersetshire
are strewn with wreckage.

Cholera reports received from the province
of Vorghynia, Russis, for the first fortnight
ia Septemb:r are quite sensational. It ap-
pears that during that period there were
7,827 new cases of the disease and 3,085
deaths. In the province of Podolia during
the firet fortnight of September 51 new cases
of cholers are reported and 19 deaths.

A dispatoh received from Southport states
that the bark Latonia, bound to Preston
from Fiorida with a cargo of timber, was
ashore near there, but the crew was taken
off safely bg the lifeboats.

A dispatch has been received by Lloyds
from Rio de Janeiro, Brezil, announcing the
wreck and total loss of the German mail
steamer Uruguay, 1,460 tons.

She
was on her homeward passage when she ran
ashore off Cape Frio, not far from Rio de
Janeiro, and all efforts to float her proved
fruitless. The crew and all the passengers
were reacued, but the ship and cargo could
not be saved.

BERrLIN, Oct. 1.—The Dowager Empress
of Russia will go to the Caucasus to join her
invalid son, the Czarewitch, there.  Prof.
Leyden, the eminent German specialist, who
has been consulted throughout the Czire-
witch’s illness, has demarded that Prince
Ischedschewanz shall be prosecuted for
publishing a defamatory article upon him.

WinNIPEG, Oct. 1.—At the meeting of
the Grain Exchange yesterday the foilow-
ing resolutions were passed: **That the
general meeting unanimously endorses the
resolution passed by the council on Thurs-
day last, thab inspection feee should be re-
duoced to 40 cents per car and that the whole
of the fees go to. the inspeotors, they-te pro-
vide assistance, etc., out-of such fees.” The
exchange opposed paying inspectors by
salary unless the government is prepared to
assume full responsibility for the inspection,
inoluding all loss arising from misgrading,
At present the inspectors are under beavy
bonds to make good. all the loss caused by
misgrading, -
