A TROUBLESOME FIRE.

Doe. Damage to the Extent of $600 and 
Illustrates Weakness of the Alarm 

System.

As Vexatious a small fire as any that 
the department under Chief Deasy has 
been called upon to deal with in many 
months destroyed the seed-drying kiln 
of Mr. P. X. Johnston in the early hours 
of yesterday morning, and damaged an 
adjoining bouse occupied by Mr. John­
ston’s four sons, to the extent of perhaps 
$150. In one respect the blaze may 
perhaps be classed as not an unmixed 
evil, for it illustrated the unreliable con­
dition of the alarm service and the ne­
cessity of its immediate repair.

The fire was reported by telephone to ▲ 
headquarters, and the station box, No. ▼ 
27, was immediately pulled. Crossed 
wires or some other complication pre­
vented a proper alarm, however, the big 
tower bell instead of repeating “27” four 
times, merely sounding the "2,” and only 

stroke being given by the gong at 
one of the other houses.

Of course the men of No, 2 station, 
on upper Yates street, were first on the 
scene of danger, and had hose laid when 
the apparatus from the city arrived after 
a smart turnout and a fast run. The 
burning building was a thousand feet 
from any hydrant, however, and this be­
ing too long a “lay” for the district sup­
ply of hose they could do nothing.

When water was brought to the fire it 
was found thht the pressure was utterly 
insufficient until word was sent to the 
pumping station for more water. Then 
the suffocating smoke presented a new 
obstacle to the suppression of the blaze.
The fire had not between ceiling and roof 
and defied the nozzle men. Ultimately 
a few boards were ripped from the ceil­
ing, and the firemen were able to do ef­
fective work.

The fire had originated in a small 
frame building between St. Charles street 
and Pemberton road, used by Mr. John­
ston as a seed-drying house, and occu­
pied by several Chinamen. As these 
gentry had taken care to remove their 
personal effects before sounding any 
alarm, the fire secured considerable head­
way before any whites were aware of its 
existence. Mr. Johnston’s four sons re­
sponded to the alarm from the adjoining 
building which they occupy, just in time 
to see it also take fire. The frame struc­
ture in which the blaze originated, 
valued perhaps at $200, was consumed, 
together with $150 worth of seeds and 
fertilizers; the second building was dam­
aged to the extent of perhaps 150— 
fully covered by an insurance policy of 
$500. Although the sparks blew badly, 
the blaze was prevented from spreading 
to any of the adjoining residences.

The failure of the alarm system to 
work properly cumot be said to have 
taken the authorities by surprise entirely. 
False alarms through crossed wires had 
been of frequent occurrence since the 
commencement of the recent high winds; 
and the city electrician, who has charge 
of the system, had intended going over 
it thoroughly, and testing all boxes. This 
is a measure of protection that in many 
cities is of frequent occurrence. It is 
suggested for the fire wardens’ consider­
ation whether one man in the depart­
ment should not be given charge of tne 
alarm system, and locate and deal with 
crossed wires the moment a cross is 
known to occur.

Alderman Charles Hayward will be a 
candidate for the o'ffice of mayor at the 
approaching elections, while Mayor Red-, 
fern has expressed himself as aversq to 
seeking re-election. The majority of the 
aldermen now holding office will again 
come before the people.

Such, in brief, is the situation as far 
as could be ascertained by a Colonist 
representative, who yesterday interview­
ed the mayor and aldermen.

Alderman Hayward was first visited. 
The reporter mentioned that it had been 
a matter of common gossip for months 
past that he would offer himself as a 
candidate for the mayoralty at the next 
elections, and asked if such was his in­
tention.

“Yes,” said Aid. Hayward, “at the 
persistent solicitation of influential rate­
payers, I intend doing so. I have not 
arrived at this decision hastily. I be­
lieve that Victoria has reached a critical 
period in her history—a period which 
demands the inauguration of a moder­
ately progressive policy, and possessing 
very large interests in the city, and hav­
ing for a number of years past been 
more or less prominently identified with 
local public bodies, I believe I may be 
able, if entrusted with the confidence of 
the people, to aid in the advancement of 
the city’s welfare. I have, therefore, 
as I said before, after due deliberation, 
and upon receiving assurance of support 
from a great number of influential citi­
zens, determined to offer myself as a 
candidate for the position of mayor in 
1900.”

Catching Mayor Redfern at a moment 
of leisure in his Government street busi­
ness establishment, the question “Will 
you again be a candidate for the mayor­
alty ?” was asked to His Worship. May­
or Redfern said he had not as yet given 
tiie matter much consideration. He had 
held the position for the past three years 
and felt inclined to retire in favor of 
‘some one else. Personally he was averse 
to again offering himself as a candi­
date. Certaialy there were many civic 
projects in the success of which he was 
keenly interested—certain of which he 
had seen pushed forward quite satis­
factorily during his tenure of office—and 
he would reluctantly abandon the task of 
aiding in their consummation, but he had 
occupied the mayoralty for three years 
in succession and would willing make 
way for some one else. Yes; the Col­
onist might announce that he would not 
at the next contest be again in the 
field.

In the event of Mayor Redfern main­
taining his present attitude, there is little 
doubt about the election of Aid. Hay­
ward, if one may judge from how “the 
man in the street" views the situation. 
But of course it is by no means certain 
that Mayor Redfern may not be induced 
to reconsider his decision.

Aid. Hayward’s candidature is looked 
upon with marked favor. He has long 
been prominent in civic matters, and the 
fact that he has large interests in the 
city and is known to be possessed of pro­
gressive ideas will do much to popularise 
his candidature.

Those who were spoken to in regard 
to Mayor Redfem’s proposed retirement 
all agreed that the city would thus lose 
the services of a faithful and competent 
chief magistrate, while admitting the 
wisdom of the Mayor’s contention that 
three years’ consecutive tenure of office 
is sufficient justification for a desire to 
be relieved of the responsibility.

Nearly all of the aldermen will seek 
re-election. Aid. MacGregor was the first 
one met by the. Colonist representative, 
and without hesitation he stated that he 
would run. He had no particular rea­
sons to offer as to why he had arrived at 
.that determination.

A duo of "city fathers" was next ac­
costed on Government street—Aldermen 
Humphrey and Kinsman, 
both of the same mind as Aid. Mc­
