Futile Endeavor to Coax Dr.

Hall to Come Over to Their

Ticket—Record of the Government in the
Encouragement of Agriculture

That the members of the Vietoria
Liberal Association are troubled in
mind in respect to the outcome of the
torthcoming election was wonvincingly
demonstrated yesterday, when ¢ depu-~
tation from . their - executive waited
upon Dr. Ernest Hall, one’ of the fabor
candidates, and offered him a position
upon their ticket. s

with their invitation was a stipula-
tion to the effect that Dr. IHall ghouid
arrange for the withdrawgl of his run-
ning partner, A. Johmnson. They alse.
assured the former that. no a}‘wuy
would be met with in seeuring him a
place as one of the re od Liberal
quartette.  Arrangem had  been
made, they said, for the retirement of
one of those nominated @4 the con-
vention, providieg Dr. Hall eounld see
his way clear to accept the proposal.

Accondii®z to informatjon reeeived
from trustworthy sources, Dr. Hall lis-
tened to what the deputation had to
say with the utmest courtesy. But
when the preject hf all its details had
pesn ouflined, the labor candidate lost
no time in uncompromisingly declining
the invitation, . He sgid he was. in the
field as a representative of the Victoria
Labor party and eontinue in
that position, not only throughoyt the
campaign, byt as & member of thd
legislature fi the next pariiament. !

As for Mr. Johnsen; he bel that
he would just as emphatically refuss.
to entertain such an arrange ag
the Liberals proposed. At any rate, he
would not approach thai candidate
with the object of inducing him to
withdraww in or that he (Dr. Hall)
might take a place on  the Liberal
ticket. .

Thus the interview closed, and the
doubtless waell-meaning Liberal. depu-
tatlon retyrned to . their A committee
rooms, nonplussed and crestfallen.

This move on the part of the local
Liperal Association discloses the fact
thk( they themselves feel their weak-
ness. Reyond a doubt they recognize
that, without the supperi of the in-
fiyential section which has publicly
w%t‘?duwn from their ranks, and de-
prived of the backing expected from
the labor circles, it will be impossible.
for their candidates to be returnmed on
the 2nd of February.

The course of Premiser McBride and
his goyernment in regard fo- cul-
ture, given' proper consideration,
leaves am® exceedingly favorable- im-
pression-upon the mind of the aver-
age individgal interested in the cul-
tivation of the fertile Jands of the
country. When coming to power, some
three and a half years ago, the meffy-
bers of ‘the * present administration
reached the conclusion that the agri-
cultural resoyrces of British. Colum-
bia were not being sufficiently .ex-
ploited.” Therefore it ‘was decided to
endeaver to stimulate activity in that
direction by the inauguration of a vig-
orous policy. That work was placed
in the capable hands of Hon: R. G.
Tatlow, in whom was vested the port-
folio of Minister of Agriculture. To
say that he has carried out the de-
sires of the government is scarcely
giving adequate expression to the ex-
tent of his achievements. Throughthe
energetic campaign Iinaugurated by
Hon. Mr. Tatlow the annual output in
natural products has increased enor-
mously, the superlatively fine quality
of the fruit grown in the province
was advertised throughout the world,
and thousands of desirable home-
seekers were induced to settle on the
western side of the Rockies. Thetrend
of westward immigration was further
encouraged by a commendable con-
tract with the Salvation Army, and
there is every indication that the re-
sult of the work of Hon. Mr. Tatlow
will be felt for years te come to the
lasting benefit of "British Columbia,

Educational Work

~When the provincial government
first took control their attitude in ref-
erence to agriculture was neeessarily
not quite so aggressive as at pres-
ent. Hon. Mr. Tatlow and those as-
Sociated with him went about the un-
dertaking with proper: caution. - They
foresaw that -the' advancement which
it was hoped to bring about would
have to come through a process of
evolution. For that reason their first
action was in the line of educating the
beople in the most modern methods of
agriculture and « ‘horticulture.. With
that object in view, expert lecturers
Wwere engaged to tour the various farm-
Ing sections, with instructions to de-
liver addresses at the different cen-
tres under the auspices of the local
Farmers' Institutes. In addition dem-
onstrators were sent out to show those
employed in tilling the soil the best
means of packing their produce so
that it would bring them the maximum
brice. when placed upon the market.
This move proved more successful
than the most sanguine anticipated.
The residents attended the lectures
and displayed a marked interest in the
remarks of those employed to deliver
d(ldr‘esses‘ Although some scoffed at
t‘he ideas outlined and would not make
the suggested changes in their meth-
Odis on the ground that “the theory
Mmight sound very well but it wouldn't
Work in practice,” many took advan-
lage of the information thus acquired,

flooded with personal inquiries in re-
gard to the climate, the soil in differ-
ent .localities, the conditions of life,
etc. These, needless to say, are all
being answered in full, gnd large num-
bers of intending settlers are, even
now, on their way to this province.

Progress in Dalrying

Another commendable action of the
provincial - government  was the en~
gagement of H, Logan as dairy inspec-
tor.  The latter .had been plated hers
as inspector of live stock. He under-
took the two offices with signal suc-
cess. The outcome' of his efforts to-
wards increasing the general interest
in dairying was the establishment of
more creameries, ‘From the reporis
it is gathered that the amount of but-
ter manufactured has been considerab-
ly augmented during the past year. It
is also announced that several new
creameries will be established in 1907,

‘While ‘encouraging agriculture in
every way the government took pre-
cautionary measures to prevent the
troduction of fruit and other common
pests. from outside sources. The acts
passed for this purpose were strin-
gent, but their effect was excellent. It
was claimed that in some instances
they were a hardship. While this may
be correct, there are few who will deny
that they operated for the good 8f the
‘majority. British Columbia has been
singularly free from:' the ravages of
the pests which destroy various crop
in the east and elsewhere. And the;i
is every reason to believe that su
a gratifying condition of affairs is
due to the foresight  of the govern-
ment.

It must not be supposed that the
present administration wishes to take
all the credit for what has been done
to. improve agriculture during the past
three years. Much praise is due the
Fruit Growers’ association and the
Farmerg’ institutes of the variousdis-
tricts. These organizations, under-
standing the progressive policy of the
McBride government, assisted the lat~
ter by making valuable suggestlonp
which, in many cases, were adopted.

A Suybstantial Increase

One of the results which' can be di-
rectly traced to the attitude assumed
by the government towards agricul-
ture is the remarkable increase in the
products . of the country. Last year
Hon., Mr. Tatlow announced that -the
output for 1905 had reached a total of
$50,000,000, an unprecendented record
when the comparatively small popula-
tion of British Columbia is taken into
consideration. Although the figures for
1906 have: mot -yet been issued, it is a
foregone conclusion that a correspond-
ing ‘advance will be found to have
taken place during that period.

So pronounced has been  the growth
of the provinece from an agricultural,
as well as other standpoints, during
the past year in particular, that it
became. evident that the amount of
labor available was insufficient to
meet the requirements. The govern-
ment, with its .usual prompt decisive-
ness, met the issue by entering into
a contfract with the Salvation Army
by which the latter agreed to bring
to. the west, largé numbers of desir-
able people. In# directing this. immi-
gration the organization mentioned
will draw from the congested centres
of the -Old Country, bringing into
operation all its elaborate machinery
for the procuring of the most .suit-
able classes and placing them in lo-
calities, throughout the province,
where they are' most needed.

To sum -up, it must be acknowl-
edged, by all looking at the situa-
tion intelligently, that the government
of Premier McBride has done more for
the development of the agricultural re-
sources of British Columbia than any
