To redrees wrongs and to reform abuses 
is the mission of the liberal party in Britain, 
and indeed in any country where there is s 
party worthy of the name. The funda­
mental ideas of right and justice are in fact 
the raison d’etre of a liberal party in any 
state, be it monarchical or republican. 
Where the people suffer wrong, it is the 
mission of the liberal party to give them

of law to aboliah the abuses by reforming 
the law. This is what the reform party in 
Britain, now more generally called the 
liberal party, has striven for, ever since 
these names were known in British politics. 
Of course we might go farther back, and 
recall the days of George the Third, when 
whiga were counted revolutionists in Eng­
land, and when a man was susjected of 
being a rebel if he argued that prisoners en 
trial ought to be allowed counsel, or that 
hanging was an outrageously severe punish­
ment for stealing a. sheep. Still further 
back might we go, to the times of older 
struggles for civil and religious liberty, but 
a reference to our own times suffices for 
the present purpose. We see, then, Mr. 
Gladstone coming into power, with a 
large parliamentary majority at his back, 
pledged to a policy of moderation abroad 
and reform at home. Chief among 
all reforms which the liberal premier 
took it upon himself to edict, was that 
of the Irish land law. He acknowledged 
the existence of a great wrong, and he 
bound himself to put it right to the best of 
his ability- A brave attempt he made, to 
a ceitainty; he put more justice into the 
land law of Ireland than any man living be­
sides himself could have done. How is 
this brave and righteous deed of his re­
ceived ? With thanks and compliments, or 
even ,with the barest acknowledgement of 
his good intentions ’ No, but with hatred 
and scorn, and malice irreconcileable; that 
is, as far as the agitators of the day in Ireland 
are concerned.

In the march of political reform in Bri­
tain one reform after another has satisfied 
reformers, for the occasion, further reforms 
being pressed as the time became ripe for 
them. The old reform bill of fifty years 
ago did much, much has been done since in 
the same direction,and still further reforms 
are as certain to come soon as anything in 
politics can be. On every occasion where 
a new advance is scored, reformers justly, 
and with reason, congratulate themselves 

what has been gained, and express their 
hopes of more to be gained in time to 
come.
