Mr, Garrow, M,L.A., has introduced a
bill which violates the above rovle. It
allbws voters who have homes in Ontario
but- who are employed in the States to vote
here in Ontario, although they are Ameri-
can citizens. When Uncle Sam passes a
corresponding act allowing British subjects
to vote in the States it will be time enough
for us to follow suit. This bill is the kind
of thing to make a Canadian mad. If
our franchise is worth anything it
should be used by Canadians, not
anyone else. A man who takes the oath of
allegiance to Uncle Sam cannot at the same
time have the same ~heartfelt interest in
Canada which & man possesses who has
only his allegiance to Canada to think of.

When our fellow-
countrymen who go across the line and
take the oath of allegiance there come back
here to vote let them re-assume their alleg-
iance and we will /do everything for them
that is square.

Island Possibilities,

In another column will be found a letter
from Col. Sweny in reference to the pro-
posed Island railway, Advice coming from
the Colonel in regard to this matter is worthy
the attention of our aldermanic representa-
tives. While thereis undoubtedly a lack of
transportation facilities from one part of the
Island to another there is- probably less
unanimity as to the| means by which these
facilities should be supplied. The electric

"| railway has been suggested and the City Eu-

gineer is now preparidg an estimate as to
the cost, feasibility and fso on. While
he is figuring on the railway it would serve
a@'good purpose if be were to make a report
on Col. Bweny’s plan of meeting the trans-
portation problem. = Col. Bweny points out
that the necessary water courses are slready
more than half made, If a dredge were set
to work it is claimed that one lagoon could
readily and cheaply be counected with au-
other and a complete system of transporta-
tion established in and around the Island.
Those who saw the electric launches at the
World’s Fair so guietly and so gracefully
making their way over the lagoon will readily
admit that the same kind of service among
the lagoons and canals on our Jslana would
vastly enhanca the beauty and fascination of
the sand bar. No city in America has any-
thing analogous to Toronto’s Island, and in
po city that we kuow of in America are
there water stretches so naturally adapted
for these launches andfor smaller craft of
all varieties.

The cutting of these waterways and
the establishment of a boat service
of the |kind referred to would
extend the reputation of our Island asa
unique summer resort.
Toronto's most valuable assets. If developed
properly and properly advertised it will yet
be the meaus of bringing more visitors here
than any other attraction we have to offer,
We believe it would pay the city handsomely
to centre its attention for a while on the
Island and evolve from it a something which
the whole continent will talk about. The
possibilities are- there, and the same possi-
bilities exist nowhere else, Let them be
developed. Here is a trump card we have
in our hands. Let us play it forallitis
worth, If we were to conjure un the picture
that a not extravagant sum of money could
realize we would have a most beautiful and
fairy-like scene—Vanetian canals, gondolas,
electric launches, | rustic bridges, artis-
tic cottages, handsomely-designed ' sum-
mer hotels, with flower gardens and
verdura to vary the/sandy beach and break-
waters. How shall these sossibilitias ba de-
veloped? Partly from public funds, partly
by private capital. |The first essential is to
convinee the public that the possibilities of
the Island are wonderful and that they can
be turned to our great advantage. Once
people are convinced of this capitad will be
forthcoming to perfect the " project. If
the trolley will intarfere with these ideas,
then it shounld be rejected, and 'it behooves
those who view the Island frem the more
artistic standpoint | to coma forward and
speak out in favor of their plans. An elec-
tric launch service would to a large extent
ecounteract the demand for the trolley. The
trolley; in -any event could be extended
across the bay to Hanlan’s Point, leaviag the
Island proper altozatber free of tracks, poles
and wires. Lot the business talent of To-
ronto that has bsen waiting during the past
year or two for soraething to turn up centre
itself on this question and push it forward.

The ¥Franchise Shoald Be Sold,

The ract that another company is being or-
ganized to compete for the Island ferry busi
ness must bo taken pe evidence that there is
money to be made in the transfer of passen—
gor to and from [the Island. The city
controls the situation, aud our aldermen
should spe-that the business is bandled ac-
cording to an intelligent and economical
systom, We should force the business into
such a system as will involve the minimum
of expense and the maximum of convenienco.
The time has arrived when this fravchise
should be dispospd of in the same
way os was the street car frao-
chise; Hitherto the|city has taken too little
supefvision over tha methods of the com-
paniés that have catered to this service. If
two companies are allowed to compete for
the traflic this summer the result will be
unsatistactory to the people; or if the com-
patition does happen to work satisfactorily,
then it only proves that the public could be
much better served if they took the business
in their own bands dnd insisted on having it
conducted according to the best business
principles. If two compasies can make 10
per cent, dividends running separately, éne
company with ' a mouopoly ought to earn
twice as large a percentage and thereby be
in o position to pay the city s goodly sum
for its enjoymeut of the mouopoly. The
city should at ouce draw up the conditious

Tax Kxemptions,

Editor World: As a pronounced advo-
cate of the abolition of all tax exemptions
and believing as I do that all property of
whatever description should fear its fair
share of the burdens of taxation, it is grati-

fying to find that this sound and just prin-
ciple is being generally endorsed and agi-
tated throughout this province. Public
sentiment is being fully awakened to the
great iniquity of exempting churches and
other ecclesiastical institutions from pay-
ment of taxes and compelling the overload-
ed taxpayers to shoulder the liabilities of
others as well "as of themselves. In To-
ronto real estate holders are saddled with
over nine-tenths ot the taxes and the ex-
empted property amounts to over $23,000,-
000. Under the present system the general
taxpayer is compelled to contribute to the
support of every church edifice and ecclesi-
astical institution in the city whether he
ever enters any -of them or not. He
has no choice in the matter. They
are all exempted from paying taxcs
and not only the buildings themselves bus
whole blocks of valuable ground attached
to many of them, which is held on specula-
tion. This is & manifest injustice, a glar-
ing wrong which merits the indignation
and emphatic protest of all who are victim-
ized thereby. Tax exemptions cannot be
justified on any sound principle of equity or
common sense, and there can be no equal-
ized basis of assessment and taxation until
they are totally wiped out and the palpable
fraud ®bolished. = This system of class
legislation has existed too long, and I am
glad to learn that petitions against it are
pouring in to the Legislature from all parts
of Ontario. Advocates of righteousness
and justice are pressing their claims, which,
it is hoped, willp not be withheld. Make
all property pay its share of the taxes and
thus equalize the burdens thereof. 8. 8.

Electriec Launches—No Trolley,

Editor Wotld: In Saturday’s paper you
again refer to the proposed Isiand railway
scheme in an editorial, in which you state
that the question has now entered the arena
of practical municipal politics, and comment
on the scheme proposed in my letter of the
28th, which you were good enough to pub-
lish. May I trouble you once more with a
few words in reply to your statement that a
waterway connecting all parts of the Island
would take years 1o carry out! Some years
residence there and s very intimate know-
ledge of the existing waterways leads me to
believe that it could easily be accomplished
in one season’s. work with one good dredge
and some of the present unemployed labor
waiting for work.~But, should I err in this
matter, I still plead the suitability of the
waterways for gemeral transit and ‘the
necesdity of openiug up and purifying the
jaland ‘agoons and filling in some of the
swampy ground, which can be effected by
dredging the short distances mnecessary,
This railway question effects not only toe
means of transit mnecessary but the
whole future of the Island. Let me
say bricfly what the Island may become if
the citizeus choose to have it so, It needs no
prophetic vision to see it become a beautiful |
park of undulating suifaces, intersected by
waterways, bridged so as to connect every
part; the ponds and waterways fringed with
shade -trees, and pleasant walks through
shrubland and playing flelds—in short, a
quiet and delightful retreat where many a
family flying from the city’s heat may flod
rest in the summer days, It is aiso easy to
imagine it girdled with the rushing electric
car, roaring over iron bridges, ringing its
endless noisy bells, convoying crowds from
one Coney Island show to another, and the
whole place given up to revelry and clamor.
Which park will most attract the summer
visitor, the wealthy merchaut or the poorest
artisan? Thousands of cur inhabitants leave
Toronto annually in search of quiet and rest,
combined with good air. Many of tLem
would stay, as I bave done for many years,
it thev can combine all these things by going
to the Island.
Let me ask the peaple what would become of
the charm of Higzh Park and other parks if
this rogriog, rollicking street car through
them all and beautified nature with wooden
poles and electric wire work ¥ Do the peo-
ple want it ¥ Do they waat to hand over the
most precious reserve of the city at present
not owned by the street car company, never
to recover it again? To me the idea isso
objectionable that before it is decided upon
I shoul1 like to be assured either by a publie
vote or by overwhelming testimouy that the
citizens are asking for this thing, and that it
is not being done agaiost their wishes, That
a population which has decided against the
Sunday street car service should so wish to
destroy their chief haven of restis to me
ineredible, 1

I shall be happy to join in any movement
to defeat this proposal, either by petition or
by public meetings,

WILL BUY THE BLANK BOOKS

The Supply Committee of the Sehool
Board Again Passes the $8000 for
This Purpose,

The Supply Committee of the School
Board met yesterday afternoon to discuss
the question of blank books, which had
been referred back from the board for their
re-consideration. “When the matter was
before the board the item for blank books
was 8808492, This was where the diffi-
culty arose, some of the members being
under the impression that this item was for
work books alone, when in reality it includ-
ed work books, note books, dictation books,
exercise books, drawing books, basiness
forms, writing books and slates. When the
committee met yesterday the statement was
placed in their hands in an itemized form.
Here it is:

The discussion turned on the item of
70,000 work books to cost $1190.

Trustee Burns  contended that slates
might be used in all classes lower than the
fourth, but 2Inspector Hughes pronounced
this impractible.

The chairman drew atien-
tion to the fact that the item had
alrsady gone from the Supply Committee
to the board and from the board back to
the Supply Committee with instructions
that they deal with it and he declined to
put the motion. Mrs, McDonell hinted
vhat his ruling savored rather much of the
despotism of Russia’s Czar, and the chair-
man then yelented and put the motion,
which was lost on the same division.

Trustee Burns-expressed his diegust with
the committee, and leit the room without
asking for the usual minority report.

However, the item passed as it stood, as
did all the items on the list, and $8084.92 is
the amount the ratepayers will have to pay

up.

He then grabbed Robinson’s coat and tore
it,at the same time striking him with his fist,
In the meantime Corrigan had got to the
bottom of the stairs. Walker and Robinson

ot down to the landing and the two fell,

binson on top. Robinson struck Walker
three or four times,

The deceased, who was standing by, step-

ed over and pulled Robinson to his feet.

hen Walker %t up Corrigan went over to
him and wiped his face with bis bandker-
chief, Corrigan then stepped around the
curve of the stairs, Robinson and Walker
commenced scuffling and the three disap-
peared, Then witness went down the other
stairs and out the main entrance, There
they found Corrigan lying on the vestibule
pavement. To the jury the witness said that
peither Corrigan nor Walker.appeared to be
under the influence of lkﬁxor.

Miner E. Pratt of Rutland, Vermont,
went to the Musee with Mr, Ellsworth, He
corroborated the previous witness, -

Williame ¥. Hyde of 8¢, Louis, Mo,, wa
standing in front of the Musee between 8
and 9 o’clock on Saturday night. *I heard
some scuffling and saw the door fly open and
Walker came ouf. Corrigan was lyin
doubled up at the foot of the stairs, an:
Robiuson picked bim up and threw him out
on the tiling, I went to him and found a
large gesh in his Lead. Immediately aftor
throwing Corrigan out Robinson went up-
stairs, saying: ‘Ill fix you, you peace-dis-
turbers,’ 1 am not sure that these were the
exact words,”

previous witness, .

James Walker, Corrigan’s companion on

 Soaturday night, was then called. He said:s

*Wheu the lecture hall performsnce wan
over we ran over to the stairs to go dowt
to the theatre, When I got to the gate a
the head of the steps I caught hold of it to
save myself from being pusbed down by the
crowd. The prisoner grabbed me by the
coat and pulled me downstairs, I asked him
what he did that for and made an effort to
step back and he kicked at me, ThenI

rabbed his coat and We rolled down to the
anding where he got on top of me and he
struck me several times on the face and
head, I was rather stupid after that,

When I got downstairs Corrigan was lying
with his head on the third step. I stepped
sideways and got out of the door,. Someone
said, *My God, the man is dead!’ I went
with the ambulance to the hospital.”

*Did you see Mr. Robinson?" asked the
foreman of the jury.

“To be sure, Why it was him and me that
had the tusslin’ match,” responded the wi-
ness quickly.

The witness denied that be was under
the influence of liquor, and said that he and
Corrigan bad but one glass of beer before
supper.

The inquest was adjourned until this even-
