Military Funeral For Dis-
tinguished Ottawa Officer

PARADE

Honorary Pallbearers All Gen-
reals In the CEF.

OTTAWA, May 30.—(Canadign Press
Dispatch.)—'Last Post” was sounded

over the grave of one of Canhada's
greatest soldiers this afternoon when
the remains of Major-Gen. Sir Edward
W. B. Morrison, under whose command
the Canadian 'Corps guns wrought
havoc along the German lines during
the World War, were buried in Beech-
wood Cemetery, while 13 guns of the
First Brigade, Canadian Field Artillery,
of which Sir Edward was honorary
colonel, fired a salute in the vicinity
of the cemetery.

» The funeral procession from the
general's residence to St. Andrew's
Presbyterian Church and  from the
church to the cemetery was one of
the most impressive ever held in the
Canadian capital. Thousands of people,
with bared heads, lined the three-mile
route to the cemetery, while veterans
of ‘the South African and Furopean
wars, in which Sir BEdward was a
ptominent figure, followed the gun
carriage on which rested the coffin,
draped in a Union Jack and bearing
the general's sword and hat. His
herse followed the coffin, led by a non-
commissioned officer.

MILITIA PARADES.

Practically all Ottawa units and the
Hull, Quebec, regiment, together with
many notabilities in public life, par-
ticipated in the parade. A slight in-
disposition prevented the attendance of
Gen. Sir Arthur Currie, commander of
the Canadlan Army Corps.

The service at St. Andrew’'s Church
was of a simple ¢haracter. It was con-
ducted by Rev. A. M. Gordon, D. 8. O.,
of Montreal, and Rev. (Major) C. Q.
Hepburn, ‘M. C., rector of All Saints
Anglican Church. Two favorite hymns
of the late general, which were also
favorites among the troops at the front,
&nd much sung by them, wére included
in the service. Theéy were “Onward
Christian Soldlers” and ‘Fight the
Geod Fight.”

Ags the oortege started from the
church 13 guns of the Second Brigade,
C. F. A, booméd a salute on Cartiér
Square, and the procession slowly
weénded its way through Wellington and
Rideau streets 10 King Bdward avenue,
thence along St. Patriek street: to
Beéeechwood. ¥

The Governor-General's Foot Guards
and thé 38th Royal Ottawa Highianders
provided the escort, while eight war-
rant officers and N. C. O.s acted as
béarers of the coffin. : 3tk
