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OPHENING OF THE WATER
WORKS.

A Proud Day for Bridgetown.

Our readers will recollect that an agi-
tation for bringing water into Bridge=
town has been in progresn for years,but
pever until this iast year did it take a
really praotical shape. A petition was
then circulated for signatures among
the rate.-payers of the town, praying
the Legislature of this Province
for the passage of an Act, which
should give us the power to assess ours
selves for the purpose of supplying the
town with water for domestic, fire,
manufactaring and other purposes. The
Aot gave us power fto loan money,
set forth the limite of the water die-
triot, provided for the appointment of
commissioners, the collection of taxes,
eto., etc. Another olause was after-
wards added, to supply the town wilh
proper sewerage also. As the passing
of the Act in no way bound any person
to vote for the same at any future time
there was no difficulty in obtaining the
names of a majority of rate payers in
the proposed distriot to the petition.
The petition was then sent to the legis-
lature, and after some little time had
elapsed we were potified that the Aot
was made law, When our people fully
realized that the time had arrived when
they must decide whether or not we
should tax oureelves there were & num-
ber who came out squarely in opposi-
tion. This was to be expeoted. Of the
reasons was advanced why we should
not engage in such an undertaking —
the main, and perhaps the only real reas-
on was the expense the work would
necessarily entail. Those in opposition,

and public test of the capacity of our
system for fire purposes, which took
place on Monday last. About 10 a. m,,
the firemen took their hose cart up to
the first hydrant east of the Church
Road and just opposite Providence
Wesleyan Church, Word was sent
around, the church bells set ringing
and steam whistles were blown, and in
a few moments a very large number of
our townspeople were on hand to wit-
ness the test. About 100 feet of hose
were first screwed on,and when the
stream was turned on, we fanpy that
there was not one person who witness-
ed the test who did not feel a thrill of
admiration, to see the powerful stream
of water that was propelled from the
end of the branch pipe quickly reach
an elevation that was considerably
above and beyond the top of the Wes-
leyan spire, the higheat point of any in
the town. The stream was a splendid
one, and the force tremendous. The
firemen who were accustomed to train«
ing the branch pipe of our fire engine,
were surprised to find how much exer-
tion was neocessary to d the pipe
steadily while under the pressure from
the hydrants. The hose was as rigid as
if solid, and the great force of the
water was very soon shown, when a
stone that had got in the pipes while
being laid,became wedged into the end
of the branch, Although the hydrant
was immediately commenced to be
turned off, the hose split as if cout by a
knife and gave the water vent., This
ocourred twice during the tests. Mr.
Forbes says that it is usual to find
quantities of small stones propelled
through the hydrants upon the first
tests. The hydrant at Reed's factory,
the one opposite Mesers.

of the arboiteau were then tested, and
each and all proved entirely eatisfaos
tory.
