Following the wag-
on to the home of the dairyman it was found
that he had a danghter ill of diptheria, and
a boy who had driven the milk was laid up
with the same disease: Milk, it is argued,
may be the agency in the same way of dis-
tributing other infectious diseases as well as
diptheria.
