In May hard coal sold here at $4.50 per ton,
—one cargo at $4.25 per ton, ‘‘but that was
on account of a low freight.” Since then
the selling price advanced to $4 75 per ton.
Now, at this time, I am selling it at $4.25
per ton, and will for two or three weeks yet,
the lowest hard coal has ever sold in St.
John this time of year.

1 suppose friends in Bridgetown would like
to hear how I am getting on. Well, so far,
I am well satisfied, making more than both
ends meet, and have secured the agency for
one of the best free burning hard coals mined
in the states for the Maritime Provinces,
and I hope to supply your town next year,
when you will have a chance to know what
good coal is.

I am glad to notice work has commenced
on the race track and fair grounds, There
is no place in the provinces where a track
should pay better than at Bridgetown, if
carried on right. I am only sorry it was
not started three years ago in place of now.
I hope to read of your councillors granting
a sum large enough to have an exhibition
next fall, when the track and grounds are to
be opened.

Joel Slocomb passed away Oct, 27th, o
72 years. The funeral took place Ti
at 3 o’clock, Rev. C. E. Pineo conducting
the service, assisted by Rev. R. B. Kinley
and Rev. E. E. Locke. The sermon ‘was
preached by Rev. C. E. Pineo from the words
of Paul, in the Actsof the Apostles, ch. x
v. 36, **For David, after he had served hi:
own generation by the will of God, fell on
sleep.” In the iotroduction the preacher
spoke of God’s promise to Dayid, of David’s
hope and belief in a resurrection, referring
to Ps. xvii,, v. 15.

L —Served his own generation.

David professed to be a servant of God;
his service proved it. Bro. Slocomb profess
ed to a christian, a saint, a Baptist, and he
proved it by a life of Christian activity.
David undertook a great work, and after a
life of service, his son entered into the same
service and brought glory to God: so with
our deceased brother. His personal labors
on earth are ended; but his sons and daugh-
ters are in the same kind of work: two of
his sons are ministers of the gospel, preach-
ing the same doctrines that comforted tbeir
dear father through a long life.

It was God's will that David should serve
him. God willeth not the dcath of a
sinner, but that all should turn to n-
tance and live. “ Blessed are the dead
which die in the Lord.”

David was not a perfect man, but he knew
the will of God; he often confessed his faults.
It was the will of God to make known to
the world that David was a man after His
own heart. It was the will of God to give
Bro. Slocomb life through Jesus Christ our
Lord, and that our brother had the conscious
realization of it has been proved beyond the
possibility of a doubt by a long aund useful
life which said, Thy will be done, oh God.
His own statement in prayer-meeting was, ‘I
know that I am part of God’s apparatus,
and as a possessor of the Christ-life, it is
S(()id‘s will that I should reflect it.” This he
id.

IIL.—David fell on sleep.

The doctrine of the sleep of the dead is not
comforting to some people, but it is taught
in God’s holy word. The bodies of the saints
which are mouldering in decay, and which
were the temples of the Holy Ghost and
vessels in which divine life existed; these
lifeless temples, these earthen vessels that
are slumbering in the ground, are yet the
temples of the Holy Ghost, and the vessels in
which the Heavenly treasure existed. *‘Them
also which sleep in Jesus will God bring with
him.” David fell onsleep. Heis under the
dominion of death, and will remain so until
the second comingof Christ. So Bro. Slocomb
fell asleep. ** Blessed sleep from which none
ever wake to weep, a calm and undistarbed
repose, unbroken by the last of foes.” His
spirit went to God who gave it. Thedivine
life planted in his soul returned to God, but
the sleeping body will be quickened by this
same spirit in the resurrection morn. The
earth cannot always hold these sleepers.
We read in God’s word that ‘“The earth shall
cast out her dead.” This mortal shall put
on immortality, and the grave be swallowed
up in victory. Brother Slocomb was a firm
believer in the resurrection and the second
coming of Christ, and the full redemption
of the purchased possession. David rejoiced
in these glorious truths.

In Mr. Pineo’s address to the mourners he
said: *‘It is ten years since I first met Bro,
Slocomb, then deacon of a branch of the Pine
Grove church. My acquaintance with him
was of a very pleasant nature, and he en-
couraged me to press on in the grand service
of Christ, and on coming to Nictanx nearly
two years ago, 1 was pleased to find him a
member of my congregation. He got his
letter from Paradise and he was the first

rson received into the Nictaux church after

became its pastor, and I have found him
to be a very helpful brother.
