The amount of fines
imfoswd was $2000, and the amount
collectod $1700.

IN THE HOUSE OF COMMONS,

On Wednesday, Feh. 12th, Mr. T\ B,
Flint moved a
in the House of Commons. It is in
the following terins:—**That in the
opinion of this House the manufacture,
importation and sale of intoxicating
liywors except for medicinul, sacra-
mental and mechanical purposes,
should be prohibited by law.”

In speaking to his resolution Mr,
Flint referred to the unfair way in
which he had heen side-tracked a year

o by a resolution delerring it until
the courts had decided the ;nrisdictlon

uestion. He showed clearly that
there was no doubt as to the jurisdic-
tion of the Dominion Parliament, and
urged that the question be trented
upon its merits. He veviewed the
hﬂsomry of prohibitory action in the
House of Commons, and adduced
strong evidence of the desire of the
public for effective legislation. The
question was not disposed of and under
t\le rules of the House will come up
for consideration again.
