If you have
aught to spend on the poor, employ it in the erec-
tion of & Church. It is better employed in the
latter, than in the former, purpose. Be affected
towards the Church as you are when you mairy
wives, or portion yjour daughters. Give Her a
dower, and your estate shall be filled with bless.
ings” (Homil xviil. in Acta Apost.) b another
part of the same Homily this eloquent Father

exclaims “ O how sweet it is lo belread the Ilouse
of God when 1we know that we ourselves have
built it, to lay down upon our beds, and after the
tefreshment of our bodies to take a part in the
Evening and Morning Hymns, to have the priest
a guest at our table, to go about and converse with
him, toggeceive his blessing, and to sec others
resort hither from the neighbonring villages! Let
such he the walls and defence of your field. Let
it smell a9 ¢ a field, which the Lord hath blessed.”
