The following is sald to be the text of
a circular lately eent to the police in Ire-
land :—

« Every effoct should be made by the con-
stables in charge of etations to get some
person who would, on consideration of a
substantial private reward, give private in-
formation of outrage about to be committed ;
and should the constabulary, on such infor-
mation, sacceed in making o detection and
arrest, the reward would be paid by the
constables, and no mentlon will ever be
mede of the informant's name. The reward
will be inoreased in proportion to the
seriousness of the offence and the number
ot detections made on the occasion. Of
oourse the most likely persons to give infor-
mation are those who are engaged commit-
ting such ontrages and are in the confidence
of the raiders, and know accurately when
such outrages are about to take place.

#The informant is to be told that he will
not be reauired under any circumstances, to
prosecnte in any guch cases, and that his
name will never be mentioned to any person
for giving the information, except to whom
he wili give it, and by whom he will be paid
the reward, which will vary accordirg to the
extent and nature of the outrage from £20 to
£40, £50, £80, £70, £80, and £100.”

This is really quite horrible. It is adirect
incentive to wretches of the worst class to
manufacture outrages and to frume plausible
accusations under which innocent persone
may be arrested and Incarcerated for months
without trial, never learning of what they
were accused or who were their accusers.
Whea informers were required to sustain
their charges by evidence given in open
court, and tested by cross-examination, there
was some protection tor the innocent, al-
though the informers often became such
adepts in their abominable business that they
sent many an innocent man to the gnllovgs,
but under this new system innocence is Do
shield or protection whatever. Thoss- who
are proud of what they call British liberty
will surely be ashamed when they learn that
what 18 called an integral part of the British
Empire is governed by such means.

AMURDERER'S REVELATION,

MOREAU SAYS HE HAD AN AOCOMPLICR IN THE
MURDER OF HIA WIFA,

Morean, the wife murderer, of St, Anaclet,
in the County of Bimouski{, who is now on the
eve of his execution, has just made a startling
revelation. It sppears that the condemned
man, on learning that a petitlon had been
signed by a large number of citizens, and ad-
dressed to the Minister of Justice, asking for
a commutation’ of his death sentence to
imprisongonment for life, could no longer
withhold the secret tbat hehad an accom-
plice in the atrocious murder of his wife. He
gave all the particulars and the name of the
accomplice, which is at present suppressed.

The prisoner
protested bis innocence and wore that on the
wmornipg ot the murder he was working in the
fields in company with several other laborera.
These laborera were next jnterviewed and
examined ns to the correctness of the priro-
ner's gtatement. Their answers were a com-
plete contradiction of the facts asserted by
the prisoner to be true. ‘I'hey swore that
from eight to twelve o'clock on the morning
of the murder, the prisoner was not with
thom working on the farm. The authorities
are puzzled over the muatter and are making
