Honan was well known in the
city and respected by all who knew him.
His body was broughtinio town on Tces-
day evening and was baried in St
Mary’s cemetery on Wednesday, after
Requiem Mass bad been sung at the
Church of the Immacnlate Conception.
He vas a widower, his wife having died
in 1891 and we understand he leaves a
small family.

Amongst the visitors to_the city this
week we notice the Rev. Father Burke
of Prince Edward Island. This is not
the first visit of the reverend gentleman
to this Province. He was here some two
years ago and again last year in the in-
terests of Catholic immigration and we
understaud his present visit has the
same object in view. His aim is to se-
cure a block of land in a favorable dis-
trict in which to locate a number of his
people who by reason of the scarcity of
good farming land in their native prov-
vince wili be compelled at an early date
to look elsewhere. On Sunday morning
Father Burke preached at High Mass at
the church of the Immaculate Concep-
tion. He spoke of the gospel of the day.
giving a most eloquent sermon which
was listened to with the greatest atten-
tion by a large audience, ull of whom sin-
cerely hope they will have the happiness
of hearing him again.

LECTURE AND CONCERT.

On Wednesday evening last the town
hall was filled by a large and apprecia-
tive audience to listen to a lecture by
Rev. Father Sinnett of Regina and after-

wards to one of the best musical enter-
tainments we have had 1n the town.
The subject of the reverend gentleman’s
lecture was “Do Catholics read the
Bible ?” like all religious topics, a dithi-
calt one to handle with a mixed au-
dience suchh a8 was present, but which
the reverend and clever lecturer suc-
ceeded in doing without offence to any
of his listeners so far as we have
learned. The reverend gentleman went
on to show and to prove from authorities
that his Church had always kept the
Bible before its followers in the then
language of the day up tothe present
time, that it has always encouraged
the reading of the Scriptures, but with
great caution, and claimed that Catholics
do read the Bible. The lecture was
a most 1nteresting one, and was listened
to throughout with quiet attention by all
present. At the conclusion a unanimous
vote of thanke was accorded the speaker,
to which the reverend gemleman replied
and said he had been pleased at the op-
porturfity given him to visit our town
and that he bad found it all it bad been
represented to lum, bis only objection
being that it was too fur from Regina to
become very prosperous. This caused
the merriment it was intended to, but
we fancy few of his hearers agreed with
him on that point. The musical part of
the entertainment was brought on atthe
conclusion of the lecture and was carried
out without a hitch till the last note was
sounded. Where all did so well it
would be almost invidious to particular-
ize, but we must say that the part taken
by little Miss Jenkins of Regina was
above anything of the kind we have
heard here before. As to the singing of
Mr. and Mrs. Phillion of Duck
Lake, hoth of whom are possessed of good
voices and know how to use them—the
reception accorded must have been suffi-
ciently gratifyidg to them to not need
further comment. The other vocalists
were Mrs. McGuire and Miss Pritchard
of our town, and the unanimous verdict
was that they had never been heard to
better advantage, both ladies receiving
a hearty encore. The instrumental
pieces by Miss Flanagan and Mr. Way
were—as they always are—well received
and encored. Tlie singing of the nation-
al anthem brought a most enjoyable
evening to a close about 10.30 p.m. His

AN EX-CHIEFTAIN OF THE
IRISH PARTY.

1he Late William Shaw.
From the Dublin Freeman.

The aunouncement which we make of
the death of Mr. William Shaw, ex-
member of Parliament for Cork, at the
advanced age of over 72 years, will to
many of our readers suddenly and vi-
vidly recall the stirring days when the
modern Irish movement, as we know it,
wag only in its infancy, and Mr. Shaw
was a competitor and a seemingly form-
idable.competitor, for the leadership of
the Irish party. On the death of Mr.
Butt Mr. Shaw succeeded to the chair-
manship of the Irish party. He was
not, however, destined to long uccupy
that prominent and arduous position.
Mr. Snaw and bis sedate followers—
whom Mr. Gladstone afterward in a
momenrnt of inspiration described as no-
minal Home Rulers—regarded Mr. Par-
nell and his followers sofmewhat in the
light of mischievous schoolhoys, It was
an astounding sbock to them when, in
the opening of the session of 1880 Mr.
Parsell was put up against Mr. Shaw for
the leadership of the Irish party, and de-
feated bim by 29 to 18. It is worthy of
note that Mr. Parneil himself was then
anxious for the election of Mr. Justin
McCarthy to the chair. From that hour
the differences between the rival leaders
and the rival parties grew miore pro-
nounced. On the other hand there was
the declaration and the practice of the
policy of independence. Mr, Shaw and
his followers shirked the idea of a pea-
sant proprietary, and shey decided to sit
with the then Liberal Government. Mr.
Shaw took occasion to enter into a rival-
ry of spéeches with Mr, Parnell. The
attempt to demoralize the party ended,
as was inevitable, in the complete dis-
severance on Jan. 12, 1881, of Mr, Shaw
and nis section from the Irish party;
and it was speedily proved tuat the Irish
party was strengthened, not weakened,
by this defection of the malcontents.
After this we hear little more of Mr.
Shaw in politics. The tall of the Mun-
ster Bank, of which he was chairman,
gave his name for a brief space an un-
desirable prominence. But malice itself
could attribute to hitn no worse offense
than lack of caution, and the solvency of
the bank was amply demonstrated by
the spendid success of the Munster and
Leinster, founded, so to say, on its ruivs.
In 1885 Mr. Shaw finally disappeared
from Parliament and from public life, and

since that time he had pursued the even
tenor of his way, undisturbed by public
notice. His death reawakens memories
that had slumbered for at last a decade.
The country recalls a man decorous and
prudent, whose reputation for shrewd-
ness was such as to earn for him the so-
briquet of ‘*Sensible Shaw.” Yet this
man, perhaps, from that very lack of en-
terprise which made his reputation, was
a conspicuous failure in public and com-
mercial life.

But Ireland is8 not uumindful of the
service rendered by Mr. Shaw when her
servanis were few indeed. In such an
Lour it is the merits, not the shortcom-
ings, that are remembered. Mr. Shaw
was one of the most useful and most de-
voted of Mr. Butt’s followers in the in-
ception of Home Rule. He was true, ac-
cording to bis lights, to the Irish cauge,
when it had few triends. He was one of
the last of the first Home Rulers. His
death brings with special vividness be-
fore our minds the immeasurable pro.
gress that the Irish cause has made
since the days When peasant proprietary
was a bugbear to many professing Na-
tionalists and Since William Shaw was
chairman of the [rish party. This glim.
mer of the past is the most hopeful au-
gury of the future. It is an antidote
against apathy or despair.
