1. Disputes shahl be brought bef ore the Conciliation Commission by

of an application addressed to the Presideut by the two parties acting in
ment, or iii default thereof by one or other ofthe partie&.

2. The application, sfter giving a summnary accouat of the subjeCt
dispute, shahl contain the invitation te the Commission te take ail n'i0
measures with a view to arriving at an amicable solution.

3. If the application epianates from only one of the partie.-, the otJie
shall, witJiout delay, be ncotified by it.

A4TICLE 8.
1. Within fifteen days fromn the date on which a dispute has been

by one of the parties before a permanent Conciliation Cominniieion, eitblr
may replace ite own comniiener, for the examination of -the partieuls"
by a poison posses3ing spe-cial cornpetenee in the matter.

2. The party making use of this right 8haîl immediately notify tfl
pgrty; the latter shall, in such case, ho entitled to take similar actiofl
fifteen days from the date on which it reeeived the notification.
