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is a company incorporated or organised under the laws of the other Party or one of

its provinces or Member States;

(v) involve the imposition of, or application for, remedies by a competition authority that

would require or prohibit conduct in the territory of the other Party; or

(vi) involve one of the Parties seeking information located in the territory of the other

Party.

3. Notification pursuant to this Article shall ordinarily be given as soon as a competition
authority becomes aware that notifiable circumstances are present, and in any event, in

accordance with paragraphs 4 through 7 of this Article.

4. Where notifiable circumstances are present with respect to mergers or acquisitions,

notification shall be given;

(a) in the case of the European Communities, when a notice is published in the Official
Journal, pursuant to Article 4(3) of Council Regulation (EEC) No 4064/89, or when
notice of the transaction is received under Article 66 of the ECSC Treaty and a prior

authorisatiorr from the Commission is required under that provision; and

in the case of Canada, not later than when its competition authority issues a written
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request for information under oath or affirmation, or obtains an order under

section 11 of the Competition Act, with respect to the transaction.
