NOTES 70 HUNGARY , ' ROUMANIA .:  Th e  .Depa r tm en t 
"c";£ B-7.t"-.7ri-M Affairs announceiron August 2 that 
Canada, Australia and New Zealand were asso-
ciated with further United Kingdom•notes de-
livered on August 1 to . the Governments of 
Himgary and Roumania in connection with the 
dispute which. has arisen.concerning the. Inter-
pretation and execution of the clauses of the 
peace treaties whià-1 provide for the protec-
tion of fundamental' human rights. • 

'The notes addressed to Hungary and Roumania 

recall the treaty provision that any dispute 
about the execution.of the treaty which is not 
resolved within a period of two months by the 
Heads of Mission  of  the United Kingdom, United 
States and U.S.S.R. in the capital of the 
country concerned should.be  referred at the 
request of either party. to a commission  com-
posed of one representative of each party and 
a third member to be selected by mutual agree-
ment of the two parties from.nationals  of' a 
third country, unless the parties to the dis-
pute mutually agree upon another means of set-
tlement. Since the Soviet Government, in spite 
of the provisions of the treaty, have not 
authorized their representatives in Budapest 
and Bucharest to join their British and United  
States colleagues in considering the disputes, 
the United Kingdom Government requests that 
the disputes be referred to commissions con-
stituted in accordance with the treaties and  

invites the Hungarian and Roumanian' Govern-
ments to join with the United .Kingdom Govern-' 
ment .  in appointing .  the necessary ' commissions.  

As Canada is  rio,  a' signatory 6£ the peace 
treaty with.Bulgaria it is - not associated'with 
a similar United Kingdom  note  to theSulgarian 
Government.. . 

The United States iS takin' g parallel action 
with respect to the three Balkan Governments. 

The  text of the notes f011ows: * 
"His Majesty's Legation 'present their corn-: 

p 1 imen ts . to the Him ga ri an (Roiimani an) Min is èry 
of Foreign Affairs and under instructions from 
His Majesty's Government in  the  1.11fted Kingdom 
have the honour to refer to their note of the 
31st May about the dispute which has arisen 
concerning the interpretation and execution of 
thé Treaty of Peace. 

"2. The  Soviet GOvernment, in 'sPiteo -f-thec - 
provisions of the Treaty,. have not seen fit to 
authorize their representative in Hungary 
(RoUmania) to join his. British and United 
States colleagues in Considerin.g., this dispute 
and although. two months have elapsed' Since  the 

 Soviet representative was invited to a meeting 
for this purpose th.e meeting has not yet taken 
place and the dispute remains unresolved. 

"3. lhe Treaty provides that any dispute of 
this kind ,which. iS not resolved by the three 
Heads of Mission 'kthin a period of two months 
should, unless the parties to the dispute mu-
