Now, it is perfectly clear that the Soviet Union wishes to see what =
it calls Capitalistic Regimes destroyed and Communistic Totatilarianism
established everywhers. ‘ o
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It is also obvious that the physical destruction brought
~about by the war in Europe is apt to result in the total collapse of
European economies if some further substantial assistance is not forthe
coming from the new world. The Russians feel that this collapse would
facilitate the extension of their communistie regimes and they appear
to be doing everything in their power to prevent the new world from
extending any further assistance to Burope. That is one explanasion of
the vitriolic demagogy uttered by ¥r. Vishinsky at Flushing keadows a
few days ago and it is one of the reasons why the Comintern (now called
the "Cominform") Las again raised its head on the luropean scene. There
are gommunists in prectically every country of continental Europe and
in erder to help them in their struggle for power and domination, it was
no doubt felt useful to give them public encouragement, That should
inerease their self confidence and also their confidence in the prospects -
of success. ‘ o o o o ’

by the satellite slavic powers is by no means new. For nonths past,‘_
a Government controlled Press and Radio in the Soviet Union have been
hammering out the theme that the United States is preparing to attack the
U.S5.S.R..

the world has ever known. It has been designed to create the stereotype
of a girantic and powerful capnitalistic country bent upon destroying
governments set up by the workine classes and piling up atomic bombs for
eventual use against the Soviet Union at the most propitious time. The .

Moscow and displayed in the Soviet Press. 1Is it not fair to assume that
Mr. Vishinsky knowing that everything which can be repurded as news gets.
wide publicity in the papers of the North Arerican continent, deliberately
planned to thus secure some evidence for domestic consuription of the )
validity of the line which the Soviet Government has been pursuing for N
months past? ’ h

The second and perhaps even more important purpose of this
campaien may very well have been to endeavour to frighten certain portions
of public opinion on the North Arerican continent about the possibility
of United States intervention in Europe ultimately leading to war and
thereby prevent acceptsnce by the public and by Concress of the Truman
and ¥arshall plans for aid to Burope., .iithout such aid it is reasonable
for Russtans to expect that the Tecimes based upon private ownership and
private enterprise will collapse and give way to regimentation by communistie
bureaucrats and that Governments modeled on theirs will in fact be sub-
ssrvient to Poscow's influence ard only too willing to irplement that
higher loyalty which Moscow seems able to inspire in those it has trained
in its communistic institutions.
