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year. In the light of that total amount the
student was automatically disqualified, even
though he might have been one of two or
three members of the family attending
university at the same time. The point I wish
to make is that the program should be admin-
istered on the basis of need in light of the
total financial picture of the family con-
cerned, and not on the basis of the old, long
outmoded means formula that was applied in
the past.
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
