T0 GIVE DETAILS

‘Premier Not Encouraged by

Reception Given Home
Rule Proposals.

e m—"

LONDON, March 16.—"1 do not feel
much encouraged over the reception
of my proposals in regard to Ulster,”
said Premier Asquith toddy in the
house of commons.

He was replying to a number of re-
quests for further details of the
scheme of local option, under whose
provisions the nine counties «of Ul-
ster will be permitted to vete' separ-
ately on the question whether they
shall be left out of the control of the
new Irish ‘Government at Dublin.

Premier Asquith said he fully ad-
hered to his proposals in the hope
that they would form a “basis of set-
tlement.” .He added: :

“I am anxious in 'the interests of
agreement and peace that ‘the main
principle of our proposals should be
considered on their merits without be-
ing- encumbered with' minute details
lable to draw the : discussion into
backwaters,” .fi

Must Give Details.

Andrew Bonar: Law, leader of the
opposition, took exception to the pre-
mier's attitude. - He declared it was
impossible to - debate the proposals
without details ‘being given.

Premier Asquith then promised to
give the house an opportunity to dis-
cuss his refusal of the ‘details before
knowing whether the opposition would
accept the main principle of tne pro-
posais.

MANY LIVES LOST

‘Great Gaps Torn in Earth’s
Surface — Eighty-Three
Reported Dead.

TOKIO, March 16—-Kighty-three
persons, according to the official esti-
mate, were killed by the earthquake

which occurred ycsterday in the pre-
fecture of Akita, Island of Hondc.

Eye-witnesses describe the flight of
the inhabitants of the strickeh zone.
They declare that entire families were
crushed to death. Great gaps ap-
peared in the earth and every house
in the towns of Omagari, Yokoto and
lizume was wrecked or damaged.
Five hundred persons were injured
and many are missing.
