This line runs— along the southern
flank of the German salient. Against
this sector the German artillery last
night was displaying increased activ-
ity ‘The heavy massing of British
artillery on the front of the Lys is ap-
parently’ working havoc in the enemy
ranks, The smallness of the salient
onables them to mass tieir guns on
iwo sides and to sweep the field.
