TIDAL SURVEYS.

W. B. Dawson, Chief Tidal Officer of
the Marine Department, has just re-
i turned to the Capital. During the
season just closing the northeastern
aerm of the Gulf, from Anticosti to
Belle Isle, has been under examina-
tion, and through it there passes ail
-the . Atlantic traffic which takes the
Belle Isle route. This arm of the
Gulf has an area as large as the Eng-
_iish ,Channel, and to ascertain the
‘nature of the current in such an area,
even in a general way, is a good sea-
son’s work.
 The steamship Lansdowne of the
Marine Department has now returned
after spending three months in this
seérvice. In addition to direct investi-
gation of the currents, the tide survey
has been continued. There are now
‘seven principal tidal stations, for the
Atlantic coast, the Gulf and the
8t. Lawrence River. These are so
equipped as to obtain a continuous
record of the tides, both winter and
,summer. By a careful selection of
commanding positions for the prin-
cipal stations, it becomes possible to
deétermine the tidal data for inter-
‘mediate harbors by a short series of
observations and with 1little eXpense.
8uch observdticns are in progress this
geagson at some leading places on the
‘Gulf, the coasts of New Brunswick,
Nova Scotia and Prince Edward Is-
land.

Presiding Officer.

He Predicts That When the Presidential
Election 1s Oyer n_ulneii Wil be Bet-
ter—Defends the Purchase of the New

. Car and Says the Reports About Amert-
eantzing the Road Were Greatly Ex-
aggerated—The Report Was Adopted.

London, Oct. 14.—The annual meeting

Grand Trunk Railway was held to-day,
as previously announced. ‘The room
was crowded, and a more representa-
tive meeting has never been held in
the history of the company. i

Sir Charles Rivers-Wilson, the presi-
dent of the company, presided, and in
the course of his remarks said, in re-
ference to statements which had been’
made regarding the increase of the ex-
penses of the company during the past
year, that when the Presidential elec-
tions in the United States were over,
the west-bound traffic of the road
would resume its ordinary proportion,
and the expenditures under the general
:hutes would be reduced in the fu-
ure. 4

THAT NEW CAR.

Referring to the general charges
against Rim of having ordered a new
special car, the president said that
these allegations had been caused by
the picturesque imaginations of Cana-
dian local reporters. It was necessary,
he said, to have a new car to replace
the old one, which had outlived its
usefulness. Continuing his address,
Sir Charles said that Mr. Charles M.
Hays, general manager of the G.T.R.
had shown himself to be the very bhest
man for the position.

AMERICANIZING TENDENCY.

The statement that the management
had shown a tendency to Americanize
the Grand Trunk road, he said, had
been greatly exaggerated. The G.T.R.
was to a very considerable degree an
American line, and the company must
be guided by the interests: of the
shareholders, which he would'never su-
bordinate to sentimental considera.
tions. The times which had  beset the.
present administration, Sir Charles
said, had not been propitious, but the
horizon was clearing. The volume of
business had been generally paralyzed,
but after the American election the
prosperity of the company would be
returned. American railways, he
said, must pursue a waiting policy at
the present time.’ They must net be
" experimentdl, though the
conditions “were ‘exceptional’ and tran-
sitory. No scheme for the reconstruc-
tion of the capital of the -company
would be taken into consideration by
the Board. The finances of the com-
pany were in a condition to relieve all
anxiety, and upon the arrival of busi-
ness the company would be in a condi-
tion to avail itself of the fullest advans
tages accruing to the shareholders.

THE DISMISSALS.

Mr. Jeffries advocated the . .sale oOr
rental of the property of the company
at Toronto, and complained of the dis-<
missal of certain otficiais trom the
road. “If,”” he said, “we should go to
war with the United States” (here the
speaker’s remarks were drowned with
hisges.) L

the contro! of any part of the system
of the Grand Trunk to Americans, who
seemed to be playing into the hands
of American steamship lines.

The chairman, Sir Charles Rivers-
Wilson, interrupted the speaker at this
juncture, and said: “Most of ., the
statements which you have already
made are inaccurate and have been re-
futed.”

Mr. Bristol Baker said that the sum
of £1500, which had been alleged to
have been pocketed by the committee
in charge of the arrangements made
with the Portland authorities for the
erection of the grain elevator, had all
been spent in communicating with the
shareholders of the company on the
subject.

The Unfortunétes Were Burned Be-
fore the Eyes of the Passengers.

W. D, Lines’ Death Was a Particniarly
Heartrending One—Express Messengers
Injured but Net a Simgle Passenger
Hurt—Engineers and Firemen Jumped
and Escaped—One of the Drivers Read
His Orders Wrong and that Caused the

Smash. ”;,r

Columbia, S. C., Oct. 14.—Through &
misunderstanding of an order, the
north and south-bound trains on the
Florida Central and Peninsular Rail-
road had a head-end collision at 3.05
o’clock this morning, two and a half
miles below Swansea, about 30 miles
from this city. The trains came to-
gether on an embankment. The en~
gineers and firemen jumped and es-
caped without injury. Express Mes-
senger W. D, Lines and Mail Agent
L. A. Thomas were pinioned in the
wreck, which caught fire from the coal
nil lamps.

The crews of both trains who were
uninjured tried to cut them out, but

the flames spread so rapidly that they
could do nothing to aid the two un-
'.ortunate%‘who were roasted to death,
. E. Ulther flagman, is missing and
{s undoubtedly among the killed. Ul-
mer was last seen standing between
the first apd second-class coaches. He
was doubtless caught in one of the
telescoped cars and burned up in the
wreck, together with Lines and
Thomas. Thomas is supposed to have
been killed outright, as he was in the
forward end of the combination mail
and passenger coach, which was tele-
scoped by being ‘driven upon the ten-
der. Lines’ death was a horrible one.
He was not killed outright, but was
caught under trunks and other wreck-
age. His cries for help attracted at-
‘ention and an effort was made to
rescue him. The cars _burst ' into
flames almest immediately after the
wreck occurred, and before help could
reach Lines he was surrounded Dby
flames, A barred window prevented
the rescuers from reaching Lines, and
while they were trying to pry open
the bars he fell back in the flames.
The horrified passengers: listened to
his sereams without being able to ren-
der any assistance.
Express Messengers T. C. Farmer
and F. W. Price were slightly injured.
Not a single passenger was injured.
There were very few passengers in the
day coaches, nearly all the passengers
being in the Puliman car in the rear
of each train. The Pullman cars were
not damaged. Although the accident
occurred on a high embamkment, not
a single car left the track. The train
left Columbia over an hour late and
was Instructed to wait at Swansea,
25 miles south of Columbia, for No.
26. The engineer of No. 35 read his or-
ders Sweden, a station 30 miles fur-
ther on, instead of Swansea. Before
the conductor, who read the order
properly, could ring him down the col-
lision occurred.
