Now the mazes of the law are sutD- 
ciently difficult in all conscience, with­
out the addition of any unnecessary 
intricacies, and =we think the public will 
join The World in asking the legislators 
up in Queen’s Park to let well enough 
alone for awhile. If, for instance, tbe 
changes were made quinquennially in­
stead of annually litigants and rheir 
advocates would experience a measure 
of relief.
