ALDERMEN WERE HUNGRY.

And They Switched Their Votes to
Get Home to Dinner.

The City Council, it seems, endorsed -the
proposal to seek legislation -for the Board
of Control to be elected by the city, by a
vote of 12 to 11. This appears somewhat

strange, after the vote of 14 to 8 against it
in committee, and the six newspaper repre-
sentatives who were present, and were not
“working together” at all, counted the vot2,
and it spelled 11 to 10, to defeat the pro-
posal. There was no variance in their re-

ts.

However, the City Clerk hag it that the
legisiation to the effect that the Board of
Control be elected by the city at large was
endorsed by the Council, the=vote being 12
to 11. The vote was taken at about 7
o’clock, amid a chaos of hungry aldermen,
who, with visions of the supper at home
getting cold, were willing to vote any old
way in order to tget home and eat. When
the suspension of the 6 o’clock rule was
moved there was a substantial minority in
dissent, and business was afterwards rush-
ed thru on the job lot principle.

When it ‘came to the vital question as to
whether the Controllers should be elected
by the aldermen; or by the people, the
members of the Council did not exact:{
know which way they were voting, and.
consequently, the vote in committee was
put on ice on a tie vote, and the deciding
vote of the Mayor.

That is the summary of the City Clerk’s
division sheet.

It did not appear that way to the report-
ers, but the City Clerk and other persons
in responsible itions say that such was
the case, and the Mayor coincides.
