that they have had .their correspondents
brought across the ocean and loaded
up with falsehoods and then sent back

The president and directors of the
company say that these charges are
unfair and untrue, and they absolutely
repudiate them.

Sir James Whitney has taken occa-
sion many times to refer to his ideals
about protecting vested rights, but it
is not what a man may say, but what |
he does, by which he should be judged. |

“The Toronto News” at the time of
the agitation, took up the question. in
a very ablé manner, insisting upon
the obligation of the government 1o
protect the credit of the province at
large by properly guarding the vested
under its own legisla-
and if Sir James wants to know
who it was that was injuring the cre-
dit of the province, and what public-
spirited men, thought on the subject,
let him peruse again the scores of ar-
ticles written at that,time. No stronger
indictment has ever been made' against |
a government than appears in those |
articles, and everyone knew, and Sir
James knew, that they were written by
a fearless, independent journalist who
would take no promptings from the
electric light or any other company
in the matter, but whose pen Was
influenced only by a high sense of pub-
lic duty.

These writings, and many more of
a similar character, were perused by
the leaders of public thought thruout
the newspaper world, and to them’ is
very largely due. the damning crlti-’
cisms of London public opinion. |

articles also clearly pointed out thei
evil effects of the government’s policy. |
The Toronto Financial Post also con- !
tributed a series of able articles on the
same subject.

Says Premier’s to Blame.

Is not the premier himself to blame
for the injury to Ontario’s credit which
is being done?

.8ir James will not depy that a num-
ber of business men and capitalists and
newspaper men came from England of
their own free will, and .without the
knowledge of any of the officers or di-
rectors of the. electric light ¢company,
and called upon him 'to protest, and
did vigorously protest, against ‘any in-
terference with investments made in
good faith in companies incorporated
by Ontario charters and protected by
the legislation the Ontario Government
had. given. . i

It is also a well known fact that
when the premier visited England, he
was interviewed by investors and fingan-
cial men, representing. some of the

QEEBEC COURT TANGLE

Cases Far in Arrears, But Centraliza-
tion Won’t Be Considered.
LT §
MONTREAL, March 17.—(S8pecial.)—
There .is a very ingeresting point being.
debated just now bhetween the law of=-
ficers of the department of juﬁ‘tice at
Ottawa and the attorney-general of
this province, who has just-created the
proper machinery for the appointment
of three new judges in this district,
that appointment resting with the fed-
eral.minister of justice. ‘
The, French and some of the English
lawyers say that Ottawa is influenced
by the Ontario system, and they want
Sir Lomer Gouin. to centralize the
courts of the province. At the present
time there’ are 120 cases in arrears be-
fore the court of review here, while in
the trial courts the cases are seven
months behind, or, in other words, if
a case is taken in the superior court
here, it would be seven months before
one could hope to have his case heard.
Ottawa says that centralization would
remedy, but. Quebec replies no, the
courts of Lower Canada were decen=
tralized 50 years ago by Sir George Car+
tier, and that this was a boon to the
wholé people. In fact, they declare
that the judicial centre, the court= ¢

them constitute one of the most im-
portant institutions of the Province -of
Quebec, and that no public man or gov=
ernment could ever lay. hands on the
system and expect to live long. o
Sir Wilfrid told a recent delegation to
ask Sir Lomer Gouin to centralize his
courts and thus solve the difficulty, but
altho the delegation has not yet met
the local premier, it is well known that
the Quebec authorities will not act up-
on the suggestion. In the meantime an
independent court of review, composed
of three Montreal judges and one from
the Quebec distriet, is adyocated by
some as a way out of the djfficulty.

Adjourned a Weck.
