Geo. H. Mitchell, detail examiner in 

the waterworks deaartment, gave some 
interesting facts as to rates charged 
consumers In. United States cities. In 
Buffalo the charge was 6c for the first 
22,600 gallons used per monjl), with 2c 
rate for additional consumption. In De­
troit the rsrta was 6 6-6c for the firrt 
30,000 gallons per month, and 2 I-sc for 
all In excess of that. In Oswego the 
rating ran from 4c to 25c per 1000 gal­
lons, >acoordtng to tffc amount con­
sumed. These fates appUed to all 
users, there being no special classifi­
cation for manufacturers or other In­
dustrial branches.
