The champion-
ships are fought under the direction and
auepices of these bodies, Having been
declared champion of France, Switzer-
land and Belgium, Badoud next turned
his attention to Johnny Basham. who
held the welterweight championship of
Great Britain, and the Lord Lonsdale
belt, emblematic of that title.
